Here he sent forth the seventy
messengers, and here received tidings of the
deadly illness of Lazavus, He returned to
Bethany ; called Lazarus back to life ; once
more sought for quiet in' the mountaina of
Ephraim; again ?uned across the Jordan
into Porea, and there began his last great
swinistty to the thronging nultitudes, Here
occurred the visit from the rich young ruler,
and his story is the lesson for to-day.
