may 1o longer allow their weakness to be a temp-
tation to a neighbor skilled in arms and flushed
with recent success.

In view of the unsettled state of afluirs on our
southern border, the Homc¢ Government has of
late made considerable addition to the Imperial
Forces in this country, and her leadinf Statesman
have given reiterated assurance that, if necessary.
the whole Force of the Empire will be employe(i
in our Defence ; stipulating, however, that we, so
far as our means and population will permit, shall
doour part. True to that feeling of loyalty to the
B\i:ltlshh Sovercign and love of British Institutions,
whic
these Colonies have accepted the position with all
its honors, responsibilities and dangers, and now
exhiblt to the world the noble spectacle of a Citi-
zen Soldiery, embracing in its ranks thousands of
the most influential an intelligent of our popula-
tion, prepared to defend to the last the land they
live in and the laws they reverence.

The alacrity displayed by the Colonists in the
months of March and June last abundantly testi-
fies to thelr desire to defend these Provinces; but
itis evident to all who give the subject a thought,
that vast as has been t%le progress made towards
providing for them a thorough and {,)ruct.icnl Mili-
tary Organization, much has yet to be done to
complete the work. To establish an efficient and
economical System of Defence is a problemn which
is now engaging the attention of our wisest States-
men, many circumstances rendering itimpossible
to introduce into these Colonies, without modifi-
cation, any of the systems pursued in the Old
World, while new ideas require to e well matur-
ed before trial, owing to the vast expenses such
ex’Feriments entail.

he Canadian Forces alone is worthy of an in-
dependent special Advocate and Organ but when
all the Forces of British North America are con-
solidated, it will hecome imperative thata me-
dium should exist through which our Citizen Sol-
dierly, now Lo some extent strangers to each other,
may study the various systems of organization in-
troduced among their comrades; exchange mu-
tually their thoughts and sentiments, and secure
the correction of thosc abuses and wr(m%sY which
will creep into every system, by exposfhg them

to the notice of the authorities and their fellow-

countrymen.
