fidence in the eflicacy of medicine.”

Moved by N. A. Bosworth, seconded
by John Dutton, “That this ussociation
pledge itself to discourage the sale of mor-
phine and opium, except upon a doctor’s
certiticate, and all patent medicine that
do not allow the relailer a fuir margin of
profit, the giving of free snwples, the pur-
chase of exclusive ageney to get the bene-
fit of the advertising, allof which methads
we believe to he unsound in priuciple and
unprofituble, and we recommend cach
town and city to unite on these lines.”

The association adopted the Taronto
price book with some moudifications.
