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Charles I.  There was also the groat piece, introduced by
Edwaid iil, and the testoons, or shillings, by Henry VII,
Crown picces of silver were originally issued by Henry VIIIL,
and Queen Bess coined threc-halfpenny and three-farthing
picces, which were not continued by succeeding monarchs.
