A writer inn Chicago paper says:—In the
days when New Ycars calling was muth
more a custem thennuw, a cerisin house had
perhaps more than a fuir share of popularity ;
this was nob uloue due to Lthe charme of the
hostess, but h_ocause, tuee, of the well
deserved cclebrity of the *fbabls,” as in
the old-fushioned days wo calied the
refrcehments served to tiie callers, The cen.
ter dish was always a greal bow! of pickled
oysters, nud theee had a far-spread fame.
Never n fair aor wenpper for sweet charity’s
aako but this Isdy was Degyed to add her
pickled oyaters, Here is the recipe: Put
150 finz, lirge oyuters in a porcelain kettle;
gtrain the lignor over them; lut them heat
through elowly, but nob coms to a boil; add
gals {a tablespcosiul is net too much when
oystere arve lresh); when scalded skim the
oystars out and add to the liguer thres dozen
pepper corns, three dozen cloves, a htt!e
mace, one-half pint vinogar, if very sharp, it
not a little more ; let it coms to o hard boil;
when cool pour over the oysters.

TRUFFLED SAUSAGLS,

Tho formula for the preparation of trutiled
giusages is aa follows :—Take three pounds
of the lexn mecat of young, tendor pork,
chop sud mince it us fine as fine can be, Lioil
iwo poands of cslf’s liver, snd whon cold
mash it in a mortar to & smooth
paste, moittening it with little
sherry.

flowere, and rouand the outer edge of the dish
mako o ring of the same chopped jelly.

computation, snd farmers are ruined now-
adays by crazy arithmetic, for cvery crop
grown is shown to berajeed at =loss. And
yet we live along and no honest farmer gets
acqusinted with the Sherifl or endo his days
in the porr house, Figuring is cften f2lla—
cious, A neighbor =aid to me. “I1 can’c
raiee wheat at o profit ; I must buy my flour,”
The wife said, *' It doesn’t pay lo make our
Lread, we must get it'from the baker,” Four
pounds of bread cests 10 cents. One-half of
it iz water. The bLresd thus costs 5centsa
pound. At this ratu a barrel of flonr or five
pushels of wheat cquals §10; $50 o yeur
is spent for bread; 8550 worth of breud
could be made, and §50 woull be
in pocket every year. This is
compufation the other way, and is just and
right, with no fallacy, and only hard facts
about it, The same sort of computation
proves to me that I can grow corn for 15
cents a bushel, ButI doubt if doleful Dr.
Loring could grow it for §1.50, He is,
therefore, not a zound adviser for New Kng.

Milkinz should be doue and mill sbould lie
kept ouly where the surroundng air is pure
and free from all objecticnable and tainting
odors, Milking in s foul-smelling stable or
yerd aflscts the {luid azd imparts an injurieus
timnt.

It is o misteke to keep poultry on heavy,
cold land er inn moiet place, The damp
ness ig sure to create disease which 5 is al.
ways difficult to avoid or cure. Chickens for
fationing should be fed plentifully with corn,
coaras ground corn meal with a few boiled
vegetables, But to fatten them to advantage
it will bo necessary to confino them in a amall
yard with o sunny exposure and located on
wartn dry land,

It is =aid that raw lone has been proved by
analygis to contain every port of an egg—
white, yolk, and, of course, shell. It should
be constantly lept in & special place in the
pen or apariment of laying hens, as they will
consume large quantities of it, and it goes
chiefly in cgg producticn. Granulated iy the
heat form in which to place it before adult
fowls, and in this shape it keeps fresh longer
than when ground into meat. Bone is one of
the principal ingredients in the composition
of moct of the egg fooda in the market.

An intercsting experiment showiog the in
fluence of clectricity on the growth of rcots
has been made in Germany by Professor
Holdefeise, Plates of copper were thrust
upright into the earth and connected by
wires with similarly placed zinc plates about
one hundred feet distent, an clectric battery
being thus formed, with the earth bstwcen
the copper end zine in tho circuit. Doth
potatees end bsets planted between such
plates geve an increased vicld—beets 15 per
cent., potatoes 23 per oent,—as compared
with the other ports of the samo field.

The Devon, says the Stoclman, is not con-
gidared tho best breed for beef, milk, or but-
ter ; yet it combines all those gualities to a
cortain extent, and, congidering its hardi
ness, notivity, and sbility to oxist on scanty
pasture, it is really one of the most
desirable of our breeds, As work oxen the
Devons aresuperior to all ether cattle, being
rapid walkers, strong and enduring. If we
were asked to recommend some special
breed for crossing on natives that are accus-
tomed to picking up their fuod in the woods,
or on abandoned fields, with stesp hillsides
to climb, we'do not think sny breed ocould
compare with the Devons for that purpoze,

AN ALLEGED LETTER FROM TIE MAIDI DX-
SCRIBING TH& END OF GORLON,

Loxnox, Dee. 20,—The New Yorli Herald's
sorrespondent writes that he has just received
through Sir John Kirk, the British Consual-
General to Zanzibar, th: following cepy of a
letter from the Mahdi to Lijs General of Equa-
torial, Afvizy grvicg detail of the capture of
Yuartoum, " The letter, which is dated April
25, runs as follows :—

“ T inform yon, my dear friend, that accord-
ing to the fultilled promise of God the city of
Kbartoum was entered by the help of God,”
Jasuary 20th, 1885, At day break, through
the helpers of our religion, who were ready and
jumped over the ditches, acting upon the com-
mand of the Lord, who rules the whole world.
It was in a quarter of an hour or less that they
came upon the enemies of the Lord, thers
catting theu, off even from the beginniog
to the end of them. Notwithstanding they
were strong with their arms of strength, they
fled away Leforg the troops of God, Thougl,
thinkiag ta obtatu safety by entering thur
eoclosures und shutting the deors, they woerz
met face to frea and Dlewn with swords and
stabbzd with spears notil their crica were ter-
rible  They were ent it pieces a’ ance there
upon the groand. Then vhe troops of God fuil
npon the rest of the peop'e who had shut their
doors fearicg o like fate, They were taken
and killed properly, and nows  Wwers left
but little children and siaves. But, as to the
enemy of Uod, Gordon, though we Lad warned
him and talle d kindly to hun that Yoe might re.
turn to God, yot he never did so, b 7ause his
miserabls stale wes pre-ordain.d by God.

This lotter is sealed by the Mahdy, and was

It was then cut down nud given o
the undertaker. Mussel's crime was the
killiny of Daniel Christman, an aged nnd ra-
spected fermner living near Haton, nrd the
attempted killing of Mra. Chrictman on the
night of December 7. Mussel bad been em-
ployed that day by Christman to do some
werk, aad after going to bed got upand went
out, Christman becoming anxious wcat out
after him. . Mrs, Christman then saw Museel
sirike her husband dead withan axe. He
came o the house, and, beating her to inzen-
sibility, robbsd the house of wiew dollars,
set the bed on fire and flad. Mrs, Christman
recovered and put out the fire and isatill
living. .

A JINGU SPEECH.

ENGLAND AND JIER COLONIES ABLE TO DE¥Y
THE ASS0CIATED TOWERS OF EUROYT'E,

Loxpox, Dee. 23. —The Right Ilen, Ed
ward Clarke, Q.C., solicitor-gencral, mado a
stirring speech in the city tc-night, Refer-
ring to the mad rivalry of the continental
nctions in incrcasing their armies and arma-
nients, ho said that the atanding armiea of
lurope were o scandal axd disgrace to civili-
zation end & perpetusl menace to the peace
of the world. They wecre an intolerable bur-
den to the toiling people, and at the prea-
ent tlme, when diplomatic relations wero
strained, thoy wore exciting the nations of
Europs, and their constant augmentation
portended an early disturbance of peace, Her
Msjesty’s Government, ho said, were endeav-
oring to assuage the jealousics of the powers
and to avert that frightinl calamity, a Euro-
pean war, England would not embark on
rackless and adventurous experiments, but
would always defend the intercsts and lonor
of the country. Not in great standing ar-
mies did England find her chief strength, but
as o guardian of the liberties of Europe she
would have the support of Australis, Canade
and her kinamon in the United States,
There wag wothing to fear : if Eopland had
to embork in a war, sho wounld find in her
distant colonies and dependencies a etrength
that would enable her, even if nuanpported
by allies, to defy tho nesociated powers of

Rarope.
