“Upon instructions from my Government, I have the honour to prOPOSe
that diplomatic representatives and officials of Canada and Greece accredite,
in or posted to Greece or Canada respectively, as well as members of ﬂ}e‘r
families and staffs who hold diplomatic or special passports, may obtain visds
valid for an unlimited number of entries to or departures from Greece or Cana®’
during the appointment of the representatives and officials concerned in that
country or for the period of validity of their passports which ever is the lesse™

“If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to your Government, I have the
honour to suggest that this note and your reply to that effect shall constitute &
Agreement between our two Governments, which shall come into force 9
month after the date of your reply and shall remain in force until thirty day®
after a notice of termination has been given by either Government”.

In reply, I take pleasure in informing you that the Greek Royal Governmen;

accepts the foregoing proposal, so that your above mentioned Note and o
present answer be considered as placing in record the Agreement betwee

Canada and Greece. ol
