(b> unmarried depenident chitLdren under 21;

(c) unmarried dependent chiLdren who are physicatty
or mentatty disabted.

After verifyînq thatthe Derson futfitts the aforementioned conditions andcarrvino out the necessary formatities. the Office ofProtocot wiLt advise the Embassy of France whether thisDerson may be authorized te obtain the nainfut emotoyment
reoues ted.

In the case of Dersons w is hi nQ to obtain qai nfuten>otoyment in France, the reouest wiLL be submitted by theEmbassy of Canada i n Pa r is to the Of f ice of P reot oc o Lof th eMinistry of Forejen Affaî rs which. after verifyina thatthe cerson futfits the aforementioned conditions, wi[Ladvise the Embassy of Canada whether this oerson may beautherized te obtain the aainfut emotoyment reouested.

With resoect te oersons who have been Qrantedautherization ta obtain emoLoyment bv virtue of thisAoreement and who woutd otherwise have i mmun ity f rom;urisdlictien and neasures of execution in civiL andadîmi ni st rative matters in ac cordance w ith Ar t c Les 31 and37 of the Vienna Convention on Diptomat ic Ret at ions ocfAprutL 18, 1961, such immunit i es do net a pp Ly te th os epersons for the matters aris ing from the exerci se o f th eiîr
emptoyment.

W h ere a person who has immunit>' from jurisdlictionunder the Vienna Conventi on on Dliptomatic ReLat ions i saccused cf comm t ting a c r im i na offence in reLa-3t ion tebis emp(oyment, i mmunity from cr iminal. 5urisdic t ion s hati.be waived b>' the se n di ng State i f the recelving State serequests when the sending State d ee ms t h at t he waiver cfsuch immunity is net. cent rary te its essentiat interests.
