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'If either Party should hereafter be desirous of annul-
ling this Stip'ulation, and, shoitld gi'Ve notice to. that effect' fo 
the Other Party, it shall ceaSe té be-  binding-  after .  the expira-
tion  of six months from thé date of stich . netice. 

The Naval Force so fo be limited shall be reitricted to 
such services as will, in no respect; interfere with the proper 
duties of the Armed Vessels of the other  Party.'  

And whereas, the Senate of The United States have 
approved of the said Arrangement, and recommended that it 
should be carried into effect; the same having also received 
the sanction of His Royal Hig,hness the Prince Regent, 
acting in the name and on the-behalf of His Britannic Majesty: 

Now, therefore, I, James Monroe, President of The 
United States, do; by this my Preclamation, make known  
and declare that the Arrangement afore-said, and every stip-
ulation thereof, has been duly entered into, concluded, and 
confirmed, and is of full force and effect.
