
ARTICLEIl

1.When the persan sought is being proceeded against or is sering a sentence in
the Requested State for an offence other dma that for which extradition as
requested, the Requested Stat rnay, aftcr having made its decision an Uic
requcat, surrender or postpone surrender until the conclusion of the
proccdings or Uie servce of Uie whole or any part of the sentence imposed.
The Requested Stat shaH infom the Requesting State of any postponcment.

2. To the extent periied by its Iaw, wherc extradition of a persan has been
Vune, thc Requestcd Stat înay temporarlly surrender the person sought fer
the purpose of prosecution ta Uic Requesting State in accordance with
conditions ta be deoeriined betwcen Uic Contracting Parties

1. When a request for exttadition is granted, Uic Requested State shall, se far as
its Iaw allaws, hand aver ta Uic Requesting State aUl articles, includiug sums cf
money:

a) which may serve as proof of Uic offence; or

b) which have been acquired by Uic persan sought as a resuit of Uic
offence and are lu his or her possession.

2. If Uic articles lu question are liable to seizure or confiscation lu the terrtory cf
Uic Requested State, Uic latter naay, lu connection with pending proceedings,
teniporarily retain theni or hand theni over on condition tha theiy are rtunncd.

3. These pro>visions shali not prejudice Uic rights of Uic Roqucstcd StaSe or of any
persans other than Uic persan saught. Whcn Uiese rights exiat, Uic articles
shall, an requet, b. rcturned ta Uic Requested State without charge as seon as
possible afier Uic end of Uic praccedings.

4. The property mentiancd lu parapiaph 1 of this Article shall b. murrendercd
eveut if extradition having been granted, cannas be carnWe out owlug ta Uic
deaUi or escape cf Uic persan sought.
