(h) the degree ta which a remedy, in order ta be effective, must be carried out

within the other Party's terrîtory;, and

(0) the extent ta which enforcement activities of the other Party with respect ta
the saine persans, including judgments, undertaldngs conditioned approvals
or consent orders resulting froin such activities, would bc affected.

ARTICLE VU

Techilcal assistance

The Parties agree that it is in their common interce for their competition authorities ta wark
together in technical assistance initiati 'ves related ta competition law enforcement and
policy. These initiatives may include, accordng to their comapetition agencies reasonably
available resources and ta the extent authorized by their respective laws: exchanges of
competition agency personnel for training purposes at ecd other's competitian ageniices;
participation of campetition agency personnel as lecturers or consultants at trainting courses
on competition. law and policy organized or sponsored by ca ditcr's competition authority;
and such other forms of technicaj assistance as thc Parties' competition authorities agree are
appropriate for purposesof this Agreement

ARTICL UI

Consulttioans

1. Bither Party may request consultations regarding any matter relating ta this
Agreement. The request for consultations shall indicate the ressonts for the request and
whether any procedural time limits or other constraints require that consultations bc
expedited. Each Party shah consuit pramptly when so requested with thc view ta reaching a
conclusion that is consistent wîth thc principles set forth in this Agreement.

2. . Consultations under this Article saltake place at the appropriate levol as dctcrmined
by cach Party.

3. During consultations under this Article, cauh Party shaîl provide ta the other as mnuch
information as it îs able in order ta faicilitate the broadest possible discussion regardlng the
relevant aspects of the matter that is the subject of consultations. Bach Party shall carefully
consider the representations of the other Party in light of the principles set out'in tItis
Agreemaent and shali be prepared ta explain the specific rèsults of its application of those
principles.ta the matter that is the subject of consultations.
