The
resolution requests the Comnittee to examine the present
financial situation of the United Nations and the entire
range of budgetary problems of the United Nations, the
Specialized Agencies and the International Atomic cnergy
Agency. The Committee is asked to submit to the twenty-
first session of the General Assembly "such recormendations
as it may deen appropriste. relating particularly to a better
utilization of the funds availabtle to the organizations, a
rationalization of tlheir activities and the evaluation of a
reasonable and orderly exgansion taking into account both

the needs of liember Ctutes and the costs they appear able to
accept". O0On December 21, 1965, it -ras announced that Canada
would be one of the fourteen members of this Committee, the
other member states bein-: Areentina, Brazil, France, Hungary,
India, Italy, Japan, I'igeria, Senezal, USSR, UAR, United Kingdon

and the United Staces.
