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boxes and tiiere Is a cousiderabie quantlty
being shipped in tubs. UntIl a f ew years
ago the round tinnet was practicaliy the
Canadian package, but the square box bas
taken its place, and about 75 per cent of
our butter now goes in the square hjxpei.
The rolls or blocks are only for the local
trade, and very littie if any of them go to
Great Britain.

Mr. BLAIN. About two years ago I no-
ticed a statement that a large portion of
the butter used in the Yukon was supp led
from the United States. Is that still the
case ?

The MINISTER 0F AGRICUJLTURE.
I arn liappy to say tbat the Canadians arc
supplying the Yukon market with butter
now, and the government creamneries lu
the North-west are sbipping largely into
tii ot territory.

.%r. «WRIGHT. 1 may say thot 1 have
been over ia England with butter and I
have -seen the Irish butter corning into tlie
Liverpool and London mnarkets ln ail man-
ner of shapes the sarne as butter cornes to
thle Montreal market. Tbere is no danger
of our coming Into competition witlu the,
Irish butter, because tbere is no doulit that
wcv moke butter better and can beat tlieni
every tinme. If reports lu the newspo pers
are correct the percentage of water lu. but-
ter applies only to the Irish butter, and
if wve do not send any butter over there
with more than 16 per cent of water lu it
thiere is no danger of our trade bcbng in-
juredi. Wc have tried to ship butter to
flhc old country lu priats, but It dloes not
keep neariy as well as when sent lu fifty-
six pouild boxes. Occasionally a few of the
seveîîty pound tubs are sent, but nearly
everything- goes in tbe fifty-six pounid boxes
nDow.

Mr LNC.Was there any confereuce
uit ouy) time hetwecn the Ontario govern-
ment and the Department of Agricultre
liere liaving regard to the partial systemi
of coid storage tlîat was lnstituted by the
Onîtario goverument ?

Thc MNINISTER 0F AGRICULTURE.
I do îîot remnember any conference within
the last two years witb the Ontario gov-
erumnent i regard to any matter of that
kinul. Some years ago there was a proposi-
tion made by the Ontario goverumieat for
certain co-operation in regard to cold stor-
age work and there were some shiprncnts
made by the Ontario government, but I bad
no officiai connection with them. That was
ov er two years ago I think, and I bave no
information that I can give to tbe bon. gen-
tleman witb regard to it.

Mr. CLANCY. The minister is about riglit
wlîen lie says thnt it -%vas two years ago,
hec'ause thc Prime Minister of Ontario was
preparing for the elections and lie was tell-
ing the farmers of Ontario that they would

have coid storage at their doors. For what
length of tirne does the contract run for
wliat is knowo as tbe cooled systern 0f cold
storage ?

Thc MINISTER 0F AGRICULTURE.
I think the contract for tbc coôling cbam-
bers covers two payrnents and is for fwO
years.

Mr. CLANCY. Wbat is heing paid for tbe
cooling cliambers as compared witb wbat
was calied coid storage ?

The MINISTER 0F AGRICULTURE.
We are paying baif tbe cost of the plant,
îlot to exceed $7,000 per ship, and that pay-
ment is extended over one quarter of one
year aud one quarter of another.

Mr. CLANCY. WVhat was paid for tbe
coid storage ?

The MINISTER 0F AGRICULTURE.
Hait thc cost, running up to $12,000 per
siîip, ln some Instances more tban tint, nc-
cording to the size of the cornpartmients and
tie strengtb 0f tic machinery.

Mr. CLANCY. Two yenrs seemus to me
to be a vcry short period, when the lion.
gentleman pays baîf tbe cost of instaliing
the plant, which at the end of tie two yenrs
becornes the propcrty of the steaniship coin-
pany. It seems to me that we have no
adequate return for so large an expendi-
ture of money, especiniiy lu view of flic
fact tbat the shipper must pay as mucb ns
bie dld unrder tbe cold storage systern. Did
the lion. gentleman find it Impossible to
make contracts extending over a longer
pcriod, or had bie sorne reason for inakiug
sucli exceedingiy short contracts ?

The MINISTER 0F AGRICULTURE.
I did find it impossible to bind the coni-
panies for nny longer period. Experience
lias sbown that if the efficncy of the work
is once proved, the dernands of tue trade
require it to bie carried on. We foundl that
in thc case of the oid cold storage systern,
and I arn satisfied that we sbail find it to
be thc case with the cooiing chaînher.

Mr. CLANCY. I suppose these contrncts
hiave been made with the steamsliip com-
panies with whom tic contracts for coid
storage were made ?

Thc MINISTER 0F AGRICULTURE.
The contrncts for the old cold storage prac-
ticnliy covere'd ail tbe ship lunes whicii
caine to Canada, and these contrncts are
witb the same people. Thiere were no others
to luake thern with.

Mr. CLANCY. If the systein Is to have
such a future as theclhon. gentleman seemns
to hiope for, Is it flot fair to assume tlîat we
have gone beyond the experimental stage ?
If tbe coid storage system lias been a suffi-
cient success to induce thîe steamiship coini-
panies to put ln thie plants tbecmselves, or
witli the assistance of the goveritient in
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
