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frorn the town of Hai.leyburY, or in what way
was the wooek brought about? 'Wae there a
request for it, an.d if so, from whom?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds):- The request carne
frorn more than one source. If 1 remcmber
correctly, the member for that constituency
re-ceived a letter sirnilar to the one which rny
bon. friend mnust have received, asking for
suggestions as to works that could be carried
on with advantage to the conztitueocy, and
whieh at the saine turne would afford relief for
unemployment. In that way the suggestion
came in. I believe that the board of trade
aàso, or the corporation of Haileybury itself,
made similar representations.

Mr. SANDERSON: Then the minister did
get a rcquest frorn the board of trade of
Haiileybury.

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): Yes.

Mr. SANDERSON: 'ýVon't the minister be
frank with me? Was it flot at the requcst of
his colleague, the Minister of Labour, that the
work was gone on with in bis own constituen-
cy?

.Mr. STEWART (Leeds): As I have said,
every member was invited to make sugges-
tions and I have no doubt that the member
for that constitue.ncy, w-ho happens to be the
Minister of Labour, my colleague, whorn I
appreciate very rnucb, having the înterests of
bis constituency at heart and unccstanding
the conditions iap there, was asked whether
the suggestion that came in frorn the board
of tradte was a good one or flot.

Mr. SANDERSON: I want to pursue this
a littie further. 1 sec a reference to break-
water and harbour for seaplanes. Does the
Minister of Public Works think that this wvas
a general work for the advantagc of Canada,
and can hie tell me whether his engineers or
any official of bis depart.mient can say how
many seaplanes land at Haileybury in a given
lcngth of time?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): The breakwater
was necessary as such. It flot only afforded
protection to the wharf and harbour, but ît
also serves as a landing base for seaplanes. I
arn informed that several planes ar-e operating
there at the present time.

Mr. SANDEBSON: How many are em-
ployed on the works now?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): I arn sorry, I
havent that information.

Mr. SANDERSON: What is -the weekly or
rnonthly pay sheet there?

Mr. STEWART (Leed.s): I don't know; 1
have not the information.

Mr. SANDERSON: Will the minister be
good enough to get that information and give
it to me?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): If my hon. friend
dcsires that information, I shall be very glad
to endeavouýr to, secure it for him and send it,
but I haven't got it here.

Mr. SANDERSON: There is one more
item in Ontario that I want to inquire about
Furtber dlown the list there is this item:
"Port Arthur-Rubble Mound breakwater,
$1 00.000." The amount expended in conned-
tion with this item was $99,999.25; apparently
there is a balance of 75 cents. Were tenders
asked for?

Mr. STEWART (Leeds): Yes. It was a
continuation of a contract whicb I believe
;vas awarded by the former government. It
wvas a long breakwater to whicha another sec-
tion was added. There ivas the saine thing
hast year, for the relief of unemployment also

Mr. LAPOINTE: Apparently the constitu-
encies represented by ministers wvere in special
need of relief.

Mr. MANION: WVhen did Port Arthur
get a minister to represent it?

Mr. LAPOINTE: I arn referring to Hailey-
bury, and I am going to refer to some otber
constituencies in my own province. In com-
mon with other members, 1 received a letter
after the session hast year, nsking for sugges-
tions with regard to public wvorks in the City
of Quebec which might afford unemployment
relief. I sent in quite a list, but 1 arn afraid
none of my suggestions were accepted. I bave
here the report of tbe director-and I arn
pleased to sec rny good friend the Minister
of Marine in the bouse. At pages 64 and 65
appear the details of the works wbich werc
carried out in the province of Quebec-public
buildings, harbours and rivers, in connection
witb whicha work ivas done out of the unem-
ployment relief rnoney. I sec that up to
February 29, 1932, a total of S415,606.78 was
expended. Now in the county of Chambly,
wvhich is represented by my hon. friend the
Mvinister of Marine, tbere is, first of aIl fot
Charnbly, a protection watt, tbe amount be-
ing $19,954.79. At Longueuil, another place in
rny hon. friend's constituency, there was aIsa
provision for a protection watt. Obviously
they are in need of protection there.

Mr. BENNETT: Practising it.

Mr. LA.POINTE: And practising it as weh.
The amount expended at Longueuil was $19,-
