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Mr. Hees: You are blushing, Bryce; you are
blushing.

Mr. Brewin: Was the minister stating gov-
ernment policy when he is reported to have
said in Montreal yesterday that the object of
the feminist movement should be not to pro-
duce a race of women who will at any given
moment turn their saucepans into swords?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The hon.
member knows that a question like that can
only be directed to the Prime Minister or
Acting Prime Minister.

Mr. Brewin: Mr. Speaker, may I direct my
question to the Acting Prime Minister.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I doubt wheth-
er there is a supplementary which could be in
order on this subject.

Mr. Brewin: May I try, Mr. Speaker, and
then you can rule on whether it is in order.
May I ask the Acting Prime Minister how
soon it is anticipated that the Royal Commis-
sion on the Status of Women will be making
its report?

Hon. Miichell Sharp (Acting Prime Minis-
ter): Mr. Speaker, I am not informed. I will
make inquiries.

INFLATION—CO-OPERATION OF ORGANIZED
