CHILDREN
PASSPORT ORDER TO HELP PREVENT ABDUCTIONS

Mr. Alan Redway (York East): Mr. Speaker, my question is
directed to the Solicitor General. Yesterday there was a news
report to the effect that he was going to make some changes in
the passport rules to help prevent child abduction by separated
and divorced parents. Was that report correct and, if so, what
changes does he intend to make?

Hon. Perrin Beatty (Solicitor General of Canada): Mr.
Speaker, there are no changes necessary at present because
since 1981 the Canadian Passport Order has been in effect.
Unfortunately, a good percentage of the cases where children
are abducted involve estranged parents where the child is used
as a weapon. As a result, the Government passed the Canadian
Passport Order which requires that, in cases where there is a
court order affecting movement of children, no passport will be
issued in contravention of that order. As well, where custody
has been awarded to one parent or where visiting rights are
affected, that parent must sign off on any attempt to include
the child on the other parent’s passport.

Mr. Howard McCurdy (Windsor-Walkerville): Mr. Speak-
er, my question is directed to the Minister of State (Youth).
