FORESTS

Mr. Jean-Guy Guilbault (Drummond): Mr. Speaker,
my question is for the Minister of Industry, Science and
Technology and deals with the Canada-Quebec Subsid-
iary Agreement on Development.

On August 24, 1990, the federal government submitted
to the minister of Forestry for Quebec a proposal for the
renewal of the Canada-Quebec Forest Agreement.

Considering no answer has been received yet, could
the Minister tell us how he intends to ensure that the
Quebec forest industry benefits as soon as possible from
the federal governement funds?

Hon. Benoit Bouchard (Minister of Industry, Science
and Technology): Mr. Speaker, I thank my colleague for
his excellent question.

We have indeed offered, on August 24th, the Quebec
government to renew the Forest Agreement. As of yet,
we have not received an answer. However, we believe
that the Quebec government intends to make a valid
proposal toward finding a solution, as producers in
Quebec expect, which is extremeley important for the
forests in Quebec.
