QUESTION 0F PRIVILEGE.

Hon. Mr. CHOQUETTE - Bef oie the
Orders of the Day are called, I wish to
bring to the attention of this House a letter
which appeared in the Ottawa Citizen on
the l6th înst. The letter is signed 'Andrew
Holland,' and refers to the question of pro-
curîng a supply of water for the city of
Ottawa. In the course of his letter he
says:

It mnakes me tired to see thse way the public
are stampeded by thse cry of doped water, and
rounded up for an enormous expenditure of
money on a municipal utlllty in a province en-
tirely beYond our jurisdiction in which our
civil rlghts are to, be adjudicated on under a
code entirely foreign to the people of Ontario,
and where we shall be at the mercy of dema-
gogues who know how to work on racial and

religious weaknesses, to earn notoriety or pelf

for their own miserable selves.

I wish to proteat most emphatically
agamast this expression, and the more so as
I arn told that the «writer - f this article is
in the employ of the Senate. I hope it is
not true, because if the Hollsnd referred to
is the gentleman who is sitting at the table
to-day. I have the greatest esteem for hîm;
nevertheless, if he is thé writer of the letter
I protest against this villainous article.
We ail know that a Bull was introduced ini
the Legialature of Quebec to provide a sup-
ply of pure water for the city of Ottawa.
There are other pure articles which they
will find i the province of Quebec besides
the water. If the writer of this letter is the
officiai reporter of the Senate, I hope he
will withdraw this unkind remark as soon
as possible.
