Sir James Wlutney Announeu 'l'lut the Govemment In-
tends to Spend the Money Irrespective of Promised.
‘Dominion Aid, and Will Select a Man of Tried Capacity
and Experience to Report Upon and Take Charge of
Settlement, Road Building end All Matters Pertaining
to Colonization.

IVE MILLTON DOLLARS as an. appropriation for the edl-
; ‘om'zation’ and development of the whole northern part of,
‘the province known as New Ontano, was an announcement
miade by Sir James Whitney in the legislature yesterday
- afternoon, which- made the whole government benches rmg
with applause.

Even N. W. Rowell, leader of the opposmon could not conceal.
"I his surprise and-admiration, and he rose to his feet. “I must com-
pliment my hon. friend, Sir Jamies Whitney, on this anouncement,”
said he. “The question is, Is this amount enoﬁgh> 1 see that.our;
campaign for the development of New Ontario is begmmng to ‘take
effect.”

Sir James rose from his seat again with 4 smile on his face.
“My hon. friend opposite is peculiar,” he said. “Luckily anyone’
who is able to ré»d.even the newspapers saw what I had announced
in my campaign addresses regarding the government s determination’
to assist in the development of New Ontario in every way poss'ible..
Tt my hon. friend can give credit for thas to any person, thm
organization, I have nothing-more to say.” (Loud applause). -

Up bobbed Allan Studholme. “This little stove mount hu
been urging this’ very thing since 1907,” he said, “and all the boards
of trade of the province have been urging it, too. I am glad to hear
this announcement from SirJames ’thtney, and if he wants to
take all the credit for it, he is-welcome to it.”

This was at the end of the afternoon session, ‘and 2 minute
later the house was adjourned. .

The subject, outside of the proposed Dominion aid, has been
carefylly’ considered by the government, with the result that it has.

Sir James stated further that the new appointee ‘would be at-
tached to one of the present departments of the government. He
would have the powers of a deputy minister and would in all prdba-
bility be appointed as such.

“The director will himself outline a
general plan for the development of the country in every way pos-
