R. O. Hawtrey, secretary of the
Army and Navy Veterans of Canada,
who spoke to the Gratuity League at
the mass meeting in Queen’s Park,
defines his attitude as follows:

“In view of an interview published
in one of the Toronto papers, quoting
me as having made certain statements
regarding the $2,000 war gn{tulty cam-
paign and the interpretation of my re-
marks beiug entirely . misleading, to
avoid any further controversy and to
make my position perfectly clear, 1
desire the Teturned men of Toronto to
know that 1 cast no aspeérsions on the

personnel of the War Service Gratuity
League, nor did I in any way infer
that I was opposed to the granting of
the gratuity. In fact, I publicly stated
from the platform in Queen’s#/Park on
Monday night, September 8, that the
Army and Navy Veterans in Canada
Association had passed a resolution at
their convention in Montreal to the
effect that the bonus or gratuity
should be paid to men who fought in
France, as follows: .
“Twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,-
B500) for those who were there early
and fought thru to the end, and grad-
ed. according to the length of time they
served._in France, and, furthermore,
that the money should be paid thru
Great Britain as.part of the war in-
demnity from Germany. This means
that the finances 'of this country
would not be affected and that the men
would get recompensed directly from
those whom they fought against and
beat. It is absurd to suppose, occupy-~
ing the position I do, that I would like-
ly say anything contrary to the above,
I embhatically denx&_h‘aving cast any
reflections on the caaracter of the per-
sonnel of the Gratuity League meet-
ings. I did, however, express an opin-
jon that I saw danger in open air
_meetings as the attendance at such
mectings could not be confined en~
tirely to the returned soldiers in-
terested, and a tough element inter-
mingled with the returned soldiers
might be prejudicial to such a move-
ment. 1f these meetings could be re-
stricted solely to returned soldlers,
then this danger, would not exist.”

The Cable

“The cable is '‘as follows:  ‘Sydney,
Sept. 9.—The authorities grant leave
and a gratuity to all soldeers for war
services on the following scale: Seven
and one-half days’ leave with pay of
rank at time of discharge for each
six months’ service abroad plus a sus-
tenance allowance of three shillings

| daily for the same period. Similar al-

lowances are made in the case of de-
ceased soldiers.

“ ‘No bonus or other allowance is
made, but there are liberal pensions
for widows and incapacitated soldiers.

‘“ *The repatriation department also
gives assistance in the way of ad-
vances for houses, purchase of busi-
nesses and vocational training, and
the lands department provides special
facilities for the acquisition of land.

“This cable shows that the banner
with the motto ‘Australia $2,600,
Canada 0,000, which has been display-
ed at the demonstrations in Toronto
during" the past few days, does not
properly represent the existing con-
ditions. An Australian soldier with
four years’' service gets a gratuity
equivalent to two months’ pay and
allowances, while a Canadian soldier
with three or more years’ service gets
six months’ pay and allowances. It
will be seen that the Canadian gra-
tuity is the larger of the two all down
the line.

Re-establishment Different

“The Australian mode of dealing
with the problém of re-establishment
differs from that of the Canadian
goyernment chiefly in the provision
made by Australia for the purchase
of urban houses and the making of
advances by way of loans to Such- as
desire to go into business in the cities
and towns as weéll-as on the land.
Canada’s scheme provides for Joans
only in the case of men going Gpon
the land.

“As the featuring of "Australia’s
supposed large cash bonus must “have
influencfd in some degree the opin-
iop of the members of the league, it
would not be unreasonable that the
facts as they exist in Australia be laid
before them.

“I am sending copies of this let-
ter to his worship the mayor and the
press of Toronto.

at the peace conference. 'The corres-
pondence opened with a cable from
Sir Thomas White to Sir Robert Bor-
den on Dec. 4, 1918, It emphasized that
the cabinet council was strongly or
opinion that Canada should be repre-
sented  at: the conference. In view of
Canada's. war efforts, the .cable con-
tinued, the council was of opinion that
the Dominion was entitled to repre-
sentation, that the character of the
Br.tish commonwealth, composed of
Great. Britain anqﬁ 8r nations, under
one sovereign, s
and that provision should be made ro:
special représentation of thése nations.

Sir Robert Borden replied on.Jan. 2,
1919, recounting the steps he haa
taken and how he had khrought the
matter up at the imperial war cabinet,
which had accepted the recommendae
tion made.

What People Wanted.

A further cable from Sir Thomas
said that the Canadian people would
not appreciate five American dele-
gates and no Canadian delegate, nor

would they appreciate several repre-)

sentatives from Great Britain ana
none from Canada. “It will be a great
disappointment here,” the cable went
on, “if yoy are not a full member of
the conferéence.”

Mr. Rowell also read a memorandum
prepared by Sir Robert on behalf of the
prime ministers of the dominions and
circulated among the British Empire
delegation. The memorandum was in
connect.on with the position of the do-
minions in regard to the! signing of
the treaty. The recommendations con-
tained therein were adopted except one,
which provided that the British pleni-
potentiaries should sign on behalf of
the United Kingdom.

Transfer of Shipping.

Mr, Rowell told the house that the
British ministry of shipping had agreed
to the transfer of Canadian-owned
ships now under British registry to
Canadian  registry, subject to the
rights of the British government,

Wants Peace in Canada

He approved the treaty, said Mr.
Lemieux, and he approved the prin-
ciple of the league of nations coven-
ant. But any approval which he gave
must be subject to the reservation
that nothing done should abridge the
rights of the Canadian parliament or
deny the autonomy of Canada. In
view of the peace treaty, he made an
appeal for peace between the two
races in Canada.

The treaty was a protection of the
right of minorities everywhere and
in conclusion he expressed the hope
that the minority in Canada, the
French-speaking people, would be giv-
en their share of protection and that
there would be an attempt to produce
a league within Canada for a united
people here as well as a league of
nations in the world.

Cockshutt Replies

W. F. Cockshutt (Brantford), gues-
tioned the statement that Canada had
no treaty-making powers and men-
tioned occasions when Canadian min-
isters had gone to Washington to ne-
gotiate treaties, altho thesé had to be
ratified by the home government later.

The previous speaker, said Mr,
Cockshutt, had expressed regrets that
no settlement of the Irish problem had
been made and had voiced his sym-
pathies for the minority in Canada.
However, he would apparently show
no tender feeling for the minority in
Ireland but would trample on the
rights-of Ulster with both feet and
dethrone “Kipg Carson.” e

Mr. Cockshutt felt that there were
troubles enough here without dragging
the Irish question into this debate.:

The present session was probably
the most important in fhe history of
this country, and Mr, kshutt agreed
with' the appeal whi¢ly had been made
for time to study’.the treaty.

Canada Bound by Treaty,

Canada would be bound by the
treaty in any case, Mr. Cockshutt
thought, and would have to live up to
its provisions whether or not it was
now given ratification.

Mr. Cockshutt deplored the fact that
the seat of the league was to" be at
Geneva, the capital of Switzerland, |
which had never sent a man to war,
and whose people had been lining their
pockets with war profits,

The league of nations, said Mr.
Cockshutt ,appeared to have been em-
bodied in the treaty largely at the in-
stigation of President Wilson. ' At
present - it seemed that the ‘“‘greatest
kickers” against the league idea were
to be found in‘*President Wilson’s own
country.

Last Shot Not Fired.

Any nation subscribing to it should
be prepared to use her military power
in support of the league decisions. He
did not wish to‘be pessimistic, but was
convinced that the last shot had *not
been fired nor theilast battleship sent
to the bottom. °

Turning to. the indemnity clauses,
Mr. Cockshutt said he thought the in-
demnity which ‘Germany was to pay
had been fixed at a figure entirely too
low.
