Had
he been able to judge correctly of what
was passing in General Shafter's mind,
doubtless he would have remained. The
difficulties of navigation probably coused
him to make a bold effort by daylight. It
is not easy at this moment to foresee the
wider consequences of the unchallenged su-
premacy of the American fleet in Cuban
waters.

Guillemain also expressed to the witness his
intention to leave the balance of the money
in Guilbault’s hands uring his nbsence_ in
Canada.

Judge Tellier ordered the preliminary evi-

as to its admissibility.

Sheriff Sicotte read the
City Marshal Harmon and Constable Ro-
derigue.

Funeral Wednésday at 2 o'clock,

mirante Oquendo, Infanta Maria Teresa
and Vizcaya, and two torpedo boat destroy-
ers, the Furor and the Pluton, which had
been held in the harbor of Santlago de
Cuba for six weeks past by the combined
squadrons of Rear Admiral Sampson and
Commodore Schley,lies to-day at the bottom
of the Caribbean Sea, off the southern
coest of Cuba. The §panish admirnl is a
prisoner of war on the auxiliary gunboat
Gloucester (formerly Mr. J, Plerpont Mor-
gan’s yacht Corsalr), and 1000 to 1500
other Spanish officers and sailors, all who
escaped the frightful carnage caused by
the shells from the American warships,
are also held as prisoners of war by the
United States navy. x

The American victory Is complete, and,
according to the best Information obtaln-
able at this time, the American vessels
were practically untouched, and only onc
man was killed, though the ships were sab-
jected to the heavy fire of the Spaniards
all the time the battle lasted.

Cervera’s Gallant Dash.

Admiral Cervera made as gallant a dash
for liberty and for the preservation of his
ships this morning as has ever occurred in
the history of naval warfare. In the fare
of overwhelming odds, with nothing before
him but inevitable destruction or surrender
if he remained any longer in the trap in
which ‘the American fleet held him, he
made a bold dash from the harbor at the
time the Americans least expected him to
do so, and, fighting every Inch of his way,
even when his ship was aflame and sirk-
ing, he tried to escape the doom which
‘was written on the muzzle of every Ameri-
can gun trained upon his vessels,

The Americans saw him the moment he
deft the harbor and commenced their work
of destruction immediately. For an hour
or two they followed the flying Spantards
to the westward along the shore Mne, gond-
ing shot after shot into their black hulls,
tearing great holes into their steel sides and
@overing their décks with the blood of the
killed and wownded.'

Fought to the Last,

At no time did the Spaniards show any
indication that they intended to do other-
wise than fight to the last. They showed
no signals of surrender, even when thelr
ships commenced to sink, and the great
clouds of smoke pouring from their sides
showed .that they were on fire. But they
turped their heads toward the shore less
than a mile away, and ran them on tle
beach and rocks, where their destruction
was soon completed. The officers and
men on board them escaped to the shore
as well as they could, with the assistance
of boats sent from the American men-of-
w}r, and then threw themselves upon the
mercy of their captors, who not only ex-
tended to them the graclous hand of Am-
erican chivalry but sent them a guard to
protect them from the murderous bands
of Cuban soldiers hiding In the bush on
the hillside, eager to rush down and ut-
tack the unarmed, defeated, but valorous
foe, i :

One or another of the Spanish ships be-
came the victim of the awful rain. of shells
which the Amertcan battleships, cruisers
and gunboats poured upon them, and two
hours after the first of the fleet had start-
ed out of Santiago harbor three cruisers
and two torpedo boat destroyers were lying
on the shore, 10 to 15 miles west of Morro
Castle, pounding to pieces, smoke and flame
poui‘lng from every part of them and cov-
ering the entire coast with a mist which
could be seen for miles.

Heavy explosions of ammunition occurred
every few minutes, sending curls of dense
white smoke a hyndred feet in the air, and
causing showers of broken iron and stzel
to fall In the water on every side.

The bluffs on the coast line echoed with
the roar of every explosion, and the Span-
ish vessels sank deeper and deeper into
the sand, or else the rocks ground their
hulls to pieces as they rolled or pitched
forward or sideways with every wave thit
washed upon them from the open sea.

Cervera Escaped to Shore.

Admiral Cervera escaped to the shore in
a boat sent by the Gloucester to the assist-
ance of the Infanta Maria Teresa, and as
soon as he touched the beach he surrender-
ed himself and his command to Lieut.
Morton, and asked to be taken on board
the Gloucester, which was the only Ame=l-
can vessel near him at the time, with sev-
eral of his officers, including the captain of
the flagship. The Spanish Admiral, who
was also woanded in the arm, was taken to
the Glouces{er, and was received at h.r
gangway by her commander, Lieut, Com-
mwander Richard Wainwright, who grasped
the hand of the grey-bearded Admiral and
said to him:

“I congratulate you, ‘sir, upon having
made as gallant a fight as was ever wit-
nessed on the sea,”

Lieut. Commander Wainwright then placed
his cabin at the disposal of the Spanisa
officers. %
At that time the Spanish flagsh’'p f€nd
four other Spanish vessels had been agrouid
and burning for two hours, and the only
one of the escaping fleet which could not
be seen at this point was the Cristobl
Colon, but half a dozen curls of smoge fur

which destroyed the other vessels. She |
steamed away at great speed with the Ore—
gon, New York, Brooklyn and several other|
ships in pursuit, all of them firing at her!
constantly, and receiving fire themselyos!
from her after guns. There seemed no Pos«{
sibllity whatever for her escape, and, whuai
her fate is not definitely known at this,
hour, it can be readily imagined from the |
words of Captain Robley D. Evans of ther
Towa, who returned from the westward
with 340 prisoners from the Vizceaya. just!
as the Assoclated Press despatch hoaty
Wanda was leaving the Spanish flagship. {

In answer to an enquiry, he shouted
through the megaphone: “I left the Cristiet
bal Colon.far to the westward an hour agoy|
and the Oregon was giving her hell. She!
has undoubtedly gone down with the othe!
ers, and we will have a Fourth of Julgy
celebration in Santiago to-morrow.” |

Not an American Ship Hit. |
