Andrew Bell Went to See His Friend
Ambrose Johnston, Who
Was Arrested.

NOW BOTH ARE PUT IN THE TOILS

Firemam Johnstone of Walton Dies
From Injuries Caused
by a Train. \

Hamilton, ~Jan. 29.—This morning
Acting Detective Miller arrested Amb-
rose Johnston in the Public Library
on suspicion that he was a deserter
from Stanley Barracks. .When arrest-
ed Johnston. was in company with a
man nameéd Andrew Bell, but as the

latter was unknown he was allowed
to go. This afternoon guards arriv-
ed from Toronto, ‘who identified Joha-
ston, and it was decided to take him
back on the 5.10 train. It happened,
however, that the party were a lhittle
late and were forced to wait till g,
later drain. While they were waiting
Bell: came and began to talk to his
friend. He was recognized by Detec-
tive Coulter as another deserter from
the battery and a result Andy was
marched off to Toronto handlcuffed to
Johnston.

) Walton Citizen Kilied.

A sad fatality occurred -this morning
on the G.T.R., neiar the Harrisburg
¢tation, which resulted in the death of
Thomas Johnstone, whose home is at
Walton. Johnstone was a fireman on
a freight train running from the Sarnia
tunnel to Toronto, and to-day alight-
ed from his engine to fix some part of
the machinery under it, which was out
of order. While underneath, he sig-
nalled the engineer to go ahead a
short distance in order that he might
see how it worked. In some unsc-
countmble *way he fell - beneath the
wheels and the heavy engine passed
over the centre of his body. When it
was stopped the poor fellow was found
to be terribly crushed,but was conscious
and suffering fearful agony. He was
carried on the train to this city, and
on reaching here was transferred to
the city hospital. On the way, he suf-
fered terrible pain, and time and again
hegged of the driver to go slower and
ease his agony. He died about half an
hour after reaching the hospital. The
coroner’s jury met and adjourned until
Monday.

Smallpox in Hamilton,

A case of smallpox has been discoy-
ered iIn this ecity, the' patient being
Adam Waddell of 34 West Simcoe-
street, a laborer, who works in a north
end factory. For some days past |
Waddell has been suffering with the
disease, but the case is of such a mild
Avpe that he has been able to continue

/ work, and the disease was not discover-
ed till this morning, when a doctor
was called In. Waddell has a wife,
seven chilrden, and hklso keeps two
hoarders, so there is considerable dan-
ger of the disease spreading. All pos-
sible precautions to prevent further |
spread have heen taken, and a special
meeting of the Board of Health was
held this afternoon to consider the mat- |
ter. The doctors are at a loss to ac-|
count for the origin of the disease.

Succumbed to Sudden Attack
While Recuperating at
St. Catharines,

The news of the death *of Judge Mc-
Dougall, sopior judge of the County Court,
vas xw-elvv\l with feéelings of sorrow thru-
out the eity, and flags were half-masted
on all .the public buildings, as a mark of
respect. Judge McDougall Wwent fo St.
(Catharines last week to recuperate, and
was taking the mineral baths at the
Welland. ®He proposed taking a month’'s
relaxation from duty. K Some months ago,
he was seized with a fdinting spell, whiie
bearing a case in the County Court, but,
after a couple of days’ rest, returned to
his duties. A olot on the brain was given
as the cause of his illness, but he had
strong recuperative powers, and rallied
quighly. A second attack overcame the
)udgv a few days ago, and, on the advice

of his physi¢ian, be decided to give up for
a time to rest and recuperate. With
this idea he went to St, Catharines with
Muis. MceDouygall. .

Shortly before 3 o'clock on Thursday
morning, his wife was aroused by his
groaning, and the house physician, Dr. Rat-
cliffe, was sent for. The judge, however,
had passed away when the doctor arrived.
The day before, he had been feeling quite
well, and, during the aftérnoon, wint for
a walk with his old friend, J. C. Rykert,
ex-M. ,P. 3

was prepared for burial, and
brougdt to 'Toronto on the train leaving
St. Catharines at 7.42 o'clock. It was
taken to the family residence on Carlton-
street, whence the funeral will take place
on Saturday afternoon,
References by the Bench.

Touching references to the death of Judge
McDougall were made at the opening of the
law courts yesterday mornlnf. Sitting in
Single Court at Osgonde Hall, Chief Jus-
tice Meredith, on opening court, referred
to the loss the judiciary had sustained by
the removal of Judge McDougall. He was
an able, an_upright and an industrious
judge. He lIiad most important duties to!
perform ,and it was not too much to s=ay
that all were discharged in the public in-
terest, and to the satisfactton of the com-
munity at large. He died in harness, and
they all deplored the loss that had been
sustained.

Chief Justice Moss, in the Court of Ap-
peal, expressed the sympathy of the
bench with the family and relatives, and
gaid that Judge McDougall would be borne
in loving memory by the community.

Judge Britton’s Tribute,

In Assize Court, Mr. Justice Britton
said: / “*Before resuming the business of thq
court this morning, 1 wish to express the
regret with which I learned of the sudden
death of Judge McDougall. He was an en-
ergetic, laborious and faithful worker, and
his death givés us an instance of the
changes which come very suddenly. I
make this simple tribute to his worth, not
only for the city and country, but for the
Dominion in general.”

Wallace Nesbitt, K. C.,
bar, said: “On bebalf of the bar, I fully
concur with the remarks¢ «f Your Lord-
ship, I feel when I say this that I express
the sentiments of the whole bar of Toronto,
and more especially those who bad ocea-
sion to come in contact with the late
judge. T may say that [ have been en-
gaged with him for weeks at a time, in
arguing cases which required much cour-
age, intelligence and activity, and Judge
McDougall was more, than equal to the
task. His death is a sericus ioss to the
mentbers of the bar. While he was a mem-
ber of the PubHe Library Board, he was
deeply interested in the, finances of the
c¢ity, and his unexpected death will be an
exceedingly great loss to the cominunity,
as well as fo the family, relatives and
acquaintances.”’

They
had sustained the loss of an exceedingly
good and kind man, with an unassuming
manner that made him popular in all elr-
cles, He wus a valued member of the
Board of Police Commissioners, and he
always used excellent judgment in con-
sicering matters that ecame up for discus-
sior on that board in the jnterests or the
welfare of the city.

In adjourning the sitting of the Divislon
Covrt, Judge Morson spoke in the highest
terms of Judge McDougall's ability, saying
he was the ablest member of the County
Court bench.

> His Career in Brief.

Jeseph Easton McDougall's career may bhe
epitomized as follows: KEldest son of Hon.
William MecDougall, C. B., by his first wife,
Amelia Caroline, daughter of Joseph Easton
of Millbank. orn in Toronto, March 25,
1546, educated at the Model Grammar
School, and at Upper, Canada College, at
the latter winning two exhibitloii scholar-
ships. Called to the bar 1870, practised
with his father gnd subseqfiently «ith
Bain, McDougall, Gordon & Shepley. Lec
tvrer in the Law Socioty of Upper Canada
on Criminal Law gnd Toms. Lectures on
“Torts and Negligence,”” printed 1882,
President Osgoode Literary and Legal So-
ciety. Deputy judge for the Couhiy<o
York, Created a Q.C. by the Marquis of
Lorne, March, 1883. Appointed minor judge
of the County of York, 1883, senjor judge
Sept. 3, 1885, succeeding Judge Boyd. Same
year chosen judge of the Maritime Court,
Locai Judge in  Admiralty of the Ex-
chequer Court of Cabada, October, 1891,
Commissioner for the revision of the pro-
vineial statutes, 1885. Also Judge of the
Surrogate Court, examiner of lunaties and
arbitrator. Director of (anadian Mutuai
Loan gnd Investment Co., vice-president of
the St. John Ambulance Board and chalr-
man of the Toronto Public Libary, 18950-1.
Member of new St. Andrew’s Church., Mar-
ried Jane M., daughter of the late Rev.

His Numerous Duties.

Some idea of the maultipli¢ity of dutles
performed by Judge McDougall may be
gained from the fact that his death leaves
three vacancies to be filled. In addition,
he held several ex-officlo positions and act-
ed as arbitrator of numerous disputes.
The position of County Judge is an appoint-
ment of the Dominion government. Prior
to April 6, 1806, the office carried witf «{t
the duties of judge of the Surrogate Cour®
but a specig] act was passed in the last
vear of the premiership of Sir Oliver Mow-
at taking the Surrogate Court from the
jurisdiction of the pominjon Fovernent
and placing it under the jurisdiction of
the Attorney-General's Department of ‘the
province. He was also judge of the Ad-
miralty Court by speecial appointment of
the Dominion government, There are,
therefore, three vacanecies to be filled, and
it is not-unlikely that the duties will be
divided when the appointments are aade.

The duties of County Court judge are in
themselves quite onerous. He presided over
the General Sessions, a jury court: the
County Criminal Conrt, with a jury, and
the County Civil Court, withodf a jury.
These duties were, however, divided among
himself and the two junlor judges. Morgan
and Morson. He was one of the police
commisgioners of the city of Toronto. and

Committee of Council Appointed to
Prepare Suitable Resolution re
Death of Judge McDougall.

MAINTENANCE OF THE CITY HALL

Council, several reports were received and
bylaws passed, nmking the following ap-
pointments. : .

Representatives for the County of York
on the Board of Directors «f the Agricul-
tural and Arts Assoclation: W H Pugs-
ley, C C Lundy and'J A Boag; auditors of
civil and criminal dccounts, J C Stokes
and T J Woodcock; auditor for auditing
and approving accounts and demands pre-

cock; County Commissioners, W H Pugs-
ley, Arthur Quantz and the Warden; Court
House Committee{ W J Hill, J Gardhpuse
and J A Boag, to take the places of R J |
Gibson, R Norman and J C Stokes. ‘

The death of Judge: McDongall, senior |
judge for the County of York, cume as al
great surprise to the assembled couneil-
lors. His sudden death was feelingly re-
ferred to hy members of the Counec.l ,and
a committee, consisting of the Warden,
County Solicitor, County Clerk, W. J. Hill
and K. Turner, was appointed to prepare a
resolution of sympathy, and- purchase .a
suitable floral emblem to  lay on the
casket. The committee will also make as-
rangements for the Council to attend the
funeral,

Tihe auditor’'s report was taken upy and
considered, bnut, after disposing of four |
clauses, was left over until to-day. Of the
eity it says:

The City of Toronto has not made
out its account for hedting, lighting,
cleaning and other maintenance of the
judicial portion of the City Hall that
the county may be legally Hable to
contribute a percentage toward pay-
ment of, and 1 am informed by the
Treasury Department officials that such
account will not be ready before March;
consequently, I am &t a loss to even
name a probable sum that would cover
the same, but you may rest contented
that the item, when yom do recelve it,
will startle such of the members as
are not familiar with the manner  in
which affairs at the City Hall are con-
ducted.

The amount paid Sheriff's constables for
the past three months was $1858.25,0f which
the government pays six-sevenths, Com-
plaint was made that the County Treas-
urer had been billed for $36 for Crown
witness' fees, in a case that came from
North Toronto. The maintenance of the
prisoner, too, was not mentioned in the
list as chargeable to North Toronte, which
is now a town, separate trom the county.

The auditor also compdains that the Fed-
eral government has burdened the county
with another expense, viz., compelling the
Clerk of the Peace to make an annual re-
turn to the Secretary of State of all allens
naturalized during the year. As the aect
was made retroactive, this official was
forced to go over the archives, and report
all the allens naturalized since 1850,

The County Comumissioners said that
they were pleased to be able to report
that the  Metropolitan Raillway have
cuxhioned tbeir cars, as directed by the
commidssioners, and that two of the
new cars are completed and ready for
use. When the other two scars, that
are about completed, are placed in
operation on the line, the demand for
better accommodation for the publie
will be largely satisfied.

Tenders for a steel bridge at Thornhill
had been got .and the tender of the Ham-'
ilton Bridge Company for $500 accepted.
The bridge has not yet arrived,

The Council meets again  to-day, and
ahen it adjourns will adjourn till Tuesday
morning, next, - At 2 o'clock p.m,, the
Council leaves North Toronto for Newmar-
ket at the ihvitation of the Metropolitan
Railway.

Toronto Junction.
The Town IFathers will do busifess over
the telepbone this year, the Mavor, the
chairman of the Executive, chairman of
the Board of Works, chairman of the Fire
and Light Committee, and chairman of
the Court of Revision,” will all be given
phones at the people's expense, if the
recommendation of the Executive Com-
mittee passes on Monday night, Last year,
for the first time, the chairman of the
Board of Works was given a ’phone, there
being many matters which would have ne-
cessitated his traveling to different parts
of the town badl he not been able to make
arrangements immediately. For the other
chairmen, ‘phones are looked wupon as
somewhit of a luxury. Last night the
Executive Committee decided to ask the
Toronto  Street Railway Company to
double-track Dundas-stfeet from ; Union-
street, so that a permanent pavembnt can
be put down. The secretary of the Union
of Canadian Municipalities billed the town
for $15, said to be due by the Mayvors of
1901, 1902, 1903. The Clerk was notified
to lgok up the minutes, and see if the
town had ever joined this assoclation. Two
years.ago, ex-Mayor Howland was instru-
mental in forming this U'nion of the Mu
nicipalities, and, during the coal strike, it
undertook to relieve the distress likely to
follow from the scarcity of coal. Toronto
Junection received no benefit from the
union, and any of the Welsh coal se®ured
was sold in Toronto only. The C(ouncil
is of the opiniou that the Mayor did not
join the union.

Constable R. Harper asked for an
crease in salary. He felt that he was
giving the best years of his life to the
service of the town, as his remuneration
would not permit him to save anything.
Mr. Dyer offered $200 for 58 feet 10
inches on the corner of Hook and Union-
streets, andgoffered to build on it two
houses costing $2000, The offer was con-
sidered too low,  and was not entertaimed.
The Town of Orillia is petitioning the leg-
islature to amend the Municipal Act, so
as to prevent the bonusing system. To-
ronto Junction will co-operate with. them.
