§t. Petersburg, May 15.—The wide-
iy heralded May Day demonstrations
i St. Petersburg were a complete fias-
co, and reports from Moscow and the
provinces indicate that order reigned
on Sunday generally thruout the en-
tire extent of Russia. Minor disorders
are reported at Reval, Kishineff and
one or two other places; but up to
midnight no reports of serious tumults
or loss of life have been received, and
the attempts of the social democrats
‘and social revolutionists to signalize
May Day by great anti-government
demonstrations appear to have been a
thoro failure. Despatches from Ka-
gan, Tiflis, Saratoff, Cronstadt, Rostov-
on-Don, Kioff Vologga., Tomsk and
other clties say the workmen observed
the day as a holiday, that the shops
were closed and that quiet was not
disturbed.

In St. Petersburg the day was pass-
ed in almost perfect quiet, and happily
without a drop of blood being shed.
The revolutionaries found it impos-
gible to execute their program of de-
monstration and bomb throwing which
they so widely advertized, the work-
ingmen declining to sacrifice them-
gelves to advance the propaganda of
their self-constituted leaders, and the
advertised meetings were attended
chiefly by spectators.

Cossacks Worked Here. !

At the Preobrajensky Cemetery,where
the principal meeting in honor of the!
January Martyrs, as the victims of
“Red Sunday” are popularly called, has |
been advertised, there was a scanty
crowd, largely composed of curiosity
seekers, assembled. Cossacks dispersed |
the ‘crowd,the more aggressive of whom
sang the ‘‘Marseillaise,” as they were
crossing the fields. This defiance was
met by a charge of Cossacks, who used
their whips freely, inflicting many in-
juries There was a similar unfortun-
ate incident on Vassili Island, where a
dozen Stlﬁiﬂta, mainly gir!a, raised the
“Marseillaise,” and gathered a crowd.
Cossacksicantered up and dispersed tl?;
erowd with whips, seemingly to take
special pleasure in slashing - the girl
students with their whips; but the lat-
tér apparently were anxious to pose
as martyrs and deliberately provoked
attack byv singing revolutionary songs.

The day wound ‘up with a tumuilt in
one of the people's parks, where, while
merrymakers were dancing Russian
nafional dances, agitators s€attared
_proclamations among the crowd and
drove a scanty guard of police into a
shallow artificial lake. Cossackg who
came up at a gallop wielding their
whips, rescued the police and made
numerous arrests.

It was noticeable that the Cossacks
rode at wide intervals, evidently to
minimize the effect of bombs should
they be thrown,

Governor-General Trepoff attributes
the success of his measureg largely 1o
wholesale arrests of incendiary iad-
ers Saturday and Saturday night. He
also praises the warking population
for its sensible stand.

Explaining the Fiszle.

The prestige of the social democrats
and the revolutionists hag suffered
greatly by Sunday’s failure, tho they

PUT RAILAY TARIFFS
ON GOMNERGIAL BASIS

International Congresa Believes ‘in
Elasticity Sufficient to
Develop Traffic.

Washington, May 14.—The conclusions'

adopted by the International Railway
Congress, which closed its seventh ses-
sion here yesterday, were officially an-
nounced to-day. The most interesting
of the conclusions relatéd to railway
rates, on which, after a prolonged dis-
cussion, in which every country iw
which railways are operated was repre-
sented, the congress unanimously ex-
pressed its conclusions, as follows:
“Tariffs should be based on commer-
cial principles, taking into account the
special conditions which hear upon the

commercial value of the services render-
With the reservation that rates;

ed.
shall be charged without arbitrary dis-
crimination to all shippers alike under
like conditions, the making of rates
should as far as possible have al] the
elasticity necessary to permit the de-
velopment of the traffic and to produce
the greatest results to the public and
to the railroads themselves.”

Light railways (branch roads) merit
in the highest degree attention, and
congress concludes : ‘“Their construc-
tion makes it possible to encourage the
progress and development of districts
which have previously remained in the
background, and it is accordingly not
only the interest but the duty of the
governments to assist them. It is desir-
able, therefore, not to adhere to old
types and old methods of construction,
operations and regulation, but to intro-
duce every facility possible adaptable
to local needs and available resources,
It is also desirable that state govern-
ments and local authorities should ac-
cord to light railways either under the
form of subsidies, relaxationj of require-
ments or other methods of assistance,
the support which they need both for
construction and for operation, so that

BRITISH AND AMERICAN FLEETS
IN FRIENDLY WAR MANOEUVRES

Vice-Admiral Beresford Propos-
ed It to Washington Authori-
ties—Desire For Rapproche-
ment is Understood.

Chicago, May ‘14.—A Washington spe-

cial to The Tribune says: When Vice- |

Admiral Lord Charles
cently in command of the British chan-
nel squadron, was in Washington as
the guest of Senator Elkins a few
days ago, he was engaged in some
quiet missionary work in behalf of a
great naval scheme by which the Unit-
ed States and Great Britain would

startle the world.

This was nothing more nor less
than that the British and American
fleets should assemble and conduct na-
val manoeuvres in common.

The effect of such action was at once
grasped by officials with whom Vice-
Admiral Beresford discussed his ideas.
Russia and Germany would be im-
pressed with a solidarity of friendship
between the London and Washington
governments, and the two would be
considered allies to all intents and pur-
poses.

It was an attractive scheme propos-
ed by Lord Beresford—that is, from
an English point of view—and it would
make Germany and Russia careful
about taking any action which might
invoke attack by such a powerful com-
bination.

Enjoys Confidence of King.

Just how far Vice-Admiral Beresford
went in the presentalion of his plan
and whether the British governmeént
inspired him to suggest it are ques-

tions which have been agitating navali
circles since his departure from this |
city. The position of the vice-admiral |
is extremely good in the official world
in London. He has the confidence of |
the King, and the King’'s wish for a |
close rapprochement with the United |
States is well known. |

The interest of His Majesty in the |
| American navy was emhasized two
ago at Portsmouth, England, |
when the Prince of Wales, as the re- |
presentative of the King, received the
special squadron sent by President |
I}oosevelt as a mark of friendship for
{ England and Germany. Vice-Admiral
| Beresford was in command of the
| channel squadron at the time, and he
and his officers fraternized in a most
significant manner with Rear-Admiral
Cotton, commander-in-chief, and the
other officers of the American squad-
ron. The latter were invited to Lon-
don by the King and honored with a
bar‘xquet at  Westminster Palace, at
which Lord Beresford was also a guest.

Kaiser Also Has Aspirations.

It is one thing to wish an under-
standing and another to create it. It
is not violating diplomatic secrets to
say that Germany,-as well as Great |
Britain has had aspirations in this di-
rection. - Emperor William has sought
to better the relations of his country
and the United States by means of
vacht races which will offset those
held by British and American yachts-
men, by presenting a statue of Fred-
erick the Great to the United States
and by adopting a policy which should
run parallel to that of President Roose-
velt. The British government has not
presented statues because there might
be heartburnings if it did so. But it
has been pointing out for some years
that American and British interests

and other unprotected coast points.
