Terrific Storm — Electric Lineman 

Killed—Lightning Does Much
Damage.

Montreal, Sept. 19.—A terrific storm 
passed over Montreal this afternoon. 
About half past four a thunderstorm 
set in from the southeast, and was 
followed by a regular cyclone and hail­
storm. Never has such hail been seen 
in this district. The hailstones were 
as large as good-sized walnuts, and 
in such quantity that the streets were 
covered with them. The wind swept 
through the streets, carrying away 
trees, shutters, and everything ex­
posed to its force.

EGGS AND POULTRY.
