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Crisis Is Grave, But Right
and Freedom Will Win,
Churchill Tells the Munition
Workers.

London, 8.—The Anglo-French
front in will stand firm and
husbangd strength throughout the
sumimer while waiting for aid to come
from the United States, says Winston
Spencer Churchill, minister of muni-
tioms, in reply a resolution of the
executive of the National Brass Work-
ers and Metal Mechanics’ Union. The
resolution exhorted workers at
home to help the soldiers the
trenches, not only by sympathy but
by doing their utmost to increase the
supply of war munitions and to
the fighting forces. Colonel Churchill,
in his reply, after expressing appre-
ciation of the worthy part played by
the metal workers, says:
Right Must Win.

“AMhough the crisis is grave and
will continue so for many weeks, I have
profound confidence that we shall not
be beaten down; that right and free-
dom will not be beaten down.

“In the present battle the Germans
are attempting to destroy armies near-
ly as numerous as their own, and
quite as well ammed. We are seeking
only to maintan ourselves against them
which is a very different thing. I do
not believe the German resources are
sufficient for their ambitious program.

“Although the German commanders
declare their readiness to sacrifce a
million men, or, if need be, a million
and a half, the French and British
armies will not be ove ome, They
will maintain a firm front throughout
the summer, using their deadly wea-
pons upon the German m es and
husbanding their own strength. Mean-
while, our kith and kin from the
United States are coming to our aid
as fast as ships can steam; our navy
IS coping with the submarines and
our airmen see mastery of the air
in view.

“If we hold, we win. If we win, the
cruel system which let loose their
horrors on the world will perish amid
the execrations of those who are its
dupes or slaves. Then and then only,
will there be lasting peace.’”

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GERMANY’S GREAT MISTAKE.

Liverpool, May 8—Germany has made
many mistakes in the course of the
war, but never made a greater one
than in thinking she could end the
war by driving the British merchant-
men from the seas, declared Vice-£d-
miral Sir Rosslyn Wemyss, first sea
lord of the admiralty, at the annual
meeting of the Mercantile Marine As-
sociation here today.

In a letter to the convention, Vice-
Admiral Sir David Beatty, commander
of the Grand Fleet, wrote “The offi-
cers and men of the Grand Fleet send
greetings to their brother sailors in
the mercantile marine, and express ad-
miration for their gallantry and devo-
tion to duty. The importance of the
part they are p! ng in the great war
cannot be over-estimated.”

Sir Eric Geddes, first lord of the
Admiralty, and othens sent similar
messages, in which tributes were paid.
not only to the dauntless courage of
British and Allied sailors, but also to
those seamen of neutral nations who
equally have refused to be intimidated
by an unscrupulous foe.

NEW ONTARIO FEES
FOR ALL THEATRES

Toronto, May 8.—The Ontario Govern-
ment today announced a new scale of
provincial license fees for theatres and
moving picture houses, as follows: Class
A, in cities over ten thousand popula-

tion, 25 cents per seat per annum; min-
imum $135. Class B, 5,000 to 10,000 pop-
ulation, 20 cents per seat per annum;
minimum $90. Class C, under 5,000 pop-
ulation, 15 cents per seat annually; min-
imum $75. There will be a tax of $5
additional for each vmdeville act put
on. Special new license fees are also
announced for film exchanges.

London, May 8.—There seems
doubt that a monarchy will
claimed in Finland, says a Stockholm
dispatch to the Times, and that the
German candidate, Duke Adolph Fred-
erick of Mecklenburg-Schwerin, uncle of
the crown princess of Germany, will be
king.
