Be-
sides those intended for evangelistic
work, the party will include two medi-
cal -missionaries, one dental surgeon,

a specialist in sclence for educational
du;ty, a bachelor of pharmacy, a super-
intendent of building construction, a
trained nurse, an accountant, two spe-
cial nurses for the Chin Tu  Hospital,
and a lady teacher for the school for
missionaries’ childréen. Other Metho-
dists coming home on furlough are
Rev. J. L. Stewart, B.A,,B.D., educa-
tionist, who lands in.  Ontario Sepi. 1
from Chin Tu, China, after an absence
of a year; another Dr. Cox, medical
missionary, who will return by way
of Europe. While in Europe he will
spend some time taking post-graduate
work in London hospitals, which he
will later continue in this country.

It is learned, that in the Province
of Sz'Chuan, China, four missions, the
Canadian Methodists, the Methodist
Episcopal, the M. S. Baptists, and the
English Friends have united for higher
educational werk. A site aggregaling
some sixty-four or slxty—ﬁve English
acres has been secured outside the
walls of Chin Tu. A portion of this has
heen secured for eentral buildings of
universal work. The remainder has
been divided about equally between the
fcur societies mamed, giving to each
eleven or twelve -acres. This Is regard-
ed as a most important and straiegic
movement with reference to the future
of Christian civilization in West China.
In all probability building operations
will begin next spring.

LONDON, July 28.—The Macedonian
question was raised in the 'house ot
commons last night,

ir Edward Grey, secretary for for-
}(sgn affairs, said that the situation
had changed suddenly 'and greatly in
the last few day¥. Turkey herself
was going to improve the whole gov:
ernment- and the country to benefit
Mussulmans and Christians alike.

It was better, he said, that the Ma-
cedonian question should thus be set-
tled by the 'Turks themselves than
‘that partial reforms should be pressed
upon reluctant and obstructive au-
thorities.

“We ought for the present,” added
the secretary, ‘‘to preserve an expec-

tant and sympathetic attitude toward
these changes.”
