WASHINGTON, March ¥.—Presi-
dent Wilson today won his long and
sensational fight to compel congress
to acknowledge that it stands behind
him in the submarine negotiations
with Germany.

To the rallying cries of “Stand by
President” and “Is it Lansing and
Wilson or Von Benrstorff and the
Kaiser?”’ a big Democratic majority
and nearly ialf of the Republicans
in the house three times rolled " up
overwhelming votes against the
movement to warn Americans off the
armed ships of the European belli-
gerents.

The wcelebrated McLemore resolu-
tion, around which anti-administra-
tion forces centred their fight-—was
tabled—in other words killed—just. ak
was the Gore resolution in the senate
last week.

Won From Outset.

On the first vote, which was a
parliamentary proposition to prevent
opening the McLemore resolution to
amendment and unlimited debate,
the administration forces carried the
day, 256 to 160. Om that 192 Demo-
crats, 63 Republicans and one Pro-
gressive voted to support the ad-
ministration. Twenty-one PDemo-
crats, 132 Republicans, 5 Progres-
sives, one independent and Represen-
tative London, the lone socialist of
the house, voted against it.

March 7-—Winston Spen-
cer Churchill, former first lord of the
admiralty, now a -colenel and fresh
from’ the trenches, sprang back intd
the parliamentary arena.today in a
daring speech, answering First Lord
of the Admiralty Balfour, wno nad just

presented the naval estimaxes, and de-
claring that the admiralty lacked
driving force and must be revitalized
before it was too late, by Lringing
back Lord Fisher, the former first sea
lord, to hz2ad the admiralty adminis-
tration.

Great interest attached to Colopel
Churchill’s recappearance after a period
of- silence while serving with the army
and while the raval policy ha had in-
augurated at the opening of the war
was undergoing considerable change.

Struck Jarring Note.

Mr. Balfaour had just concludedan op-
timistic. statement of the naval out-
look, whieh strongly appealed to the
pitriotic sentiments eof the house of
commons, so that Col. Churchill's crit-
icisms were at first coldly received.. But
he gradually gathered attention and
applavse, until he closéd amid a scene
of much enthusiasm.

He referred to his remarks “as a
jarring note and warning,” which he
said had to be given. Since he.return-
ed from the front he had received in-
formation which was not entirely sat-
isfying concerning the progress of na-
val construction. Details must neces-
sarily be avoided, but it could be said
that if every capital ship provided for
in the naval program had been com-
pleted, the navy would be ready, with
an ample margin of safety. It was
within the power of the admiralty to
complete this program, but he ex-
pressed doubt whether. this had been
done. Meapwhile there was an im-
penetrable veil over the German pro-
gram.

Germany is Ready.

“That is a grave fact” said Col
Churchill, “for, while we know nothing
yet, we inay be sure that something is
going on there. That the German nayy,
built up by the kaiser's greatest ef-
forts, is remaining ‘idle in the Kiel
Canal, without some further supreme
effort for its development is un-
thinkable. We should, there-
