North Sydney, May 4—The entire busi­
ness block of North Sydney bounded at 
one end by the Maririe -railway and at the 
other by Archibald avenue was destroyed 
by fire at an early hour this morning. 
Every piincipal business in the town is 
'■gone except the large department store of 
Vooght Bros., and the buildings of the 
Royal and Nova Scotia banks.

The loss is estimated at a quarter of a 
million dollars.

One life was lost, that of Percy Sayce, 
who managed the Nickel Theatre. He was 
burned to death m the Vendôme Hotel, 
where he was a border. He was a native 
of Birmingham, England.

The blaze started in the rear of a fruit 
store in the Salter block, corner of Archi­
bald street and Commercial, and that and 
the adjoining buildings were all ablaze be­
fore the alarm was sounded. A high wind 
was blowing from the northeast and the 
flames soon were gaining great headway.1

It was soon evident that the" local fire 
brigade was practically a disorganized 
force, the chief being away, and the deputy 
chief sick at home and the rank and file 
absolutely unable to cope, in any definite 
manner, with so serious a proposition.

C. Q. D. messages were sent to Sydney 
Mines, and Sydney. Three buildings had 
been totally destroyed by the time the 
Sydney firemen appeared upon the. scene.
