The 
details of how the burglar, or burglars, 
entered the bouse and secured his loot, 
are not obtainable, but there was a 
large number of valuable articles in gold 
and silver stolen, which are valued at 
thousands of dollars.

A circular which was posted today in 
police headquarters here, was noticed by 
a Transcript representative, while on his 
daily visit to the police station. The 
circular, which is signed by W. Walker 
Clark, chief of police of St. John, states

that a $50 reward for arrest and con­
viction will be given for anybody who 
arrests the suspect or suspects.

The list of articles stolen include five 
gold bracelets, three pairs gold cuff 
links, six strings of coral, pearl and 
Venetian beads, one gold locket, three 
pairs of ear-rings, one dog collar neck­
lace, turquoise and pearl inset; two gold 
chains, belts pins and other articles of 
jewelry too numerous to mention.

Hamilton, Ont, Aug. 25—The fifth 

annual conference of the Association of 
Canadian Clubs opened here this morn­
ing with an attendance of more than 
200 delegates representing clubs from 
coast to coast.

President McClemont in his address 
lauded C. R. McCullough, founder of the 
Canadian Club movement, and Clemen­
tina Fessenden, originator of Empire 
Day. He strongly approved the ap­
pointment of a Canadian minister of 
health to deal with sanitation and prop­
er housing of the masses. Prudery and 
the mock modesty of modern times, he 
declared, had too long held back 
knowledge of physical culture, race sui­
cide, maternity, sexology, and other 
questions affecting the vitality of the 
race.’ Discussing Canada’s political life, 
he insisted that there was altogether! 
too much partisan politics in the coun­
try. The little Canadian and the blind 
partisans, he said, must be eliminated! 
and way made for the larger Canadians.

Continuing he said: “Some there are, 
who claim with confidence that the par­
liaments of Canada, like many other

things, are becoming commercialized 
and that they are fast becoming like our 
neighbor, the representations of the fin­
ancial interests, rather than of the peo­
ple. When one sees the British flag 
kicked about in the political contest as 
a football in the athletic arena for poli­
tical ends and purposes and with signal 
effect, one is apt to question whether 
Canadian or British patriotism is the 
sacred thing it ought to be, and wheth­
er it is yet rooted in the hearts and fibre 
of the Canadian people. When one sees 
some of the Canadian clergy turning 
their pulpits into political hustings, okie 
wonders whether the separation of 
church and state in Canada is only in 
name and not in reality.”

He sounded a warning note against 
the possibility of the country being 
ruled by Canadian millionaires.

He said: “Civic government through­
out Canada is one of its weakest 
points. The larger and more important 
the civic centre in Canada, the 
likely is its management and the 
penditure of its revenues in the hands 
of the most politically partisan, the 
most financially irresponsible and the 
least representative of its citizens.”

“higher nationality,” a study in law 
and ethics.

Among his auditors will be former 
President Taft, and scores of the most 
eminent men in the legal profession in 
the United States and Canada. Chief 
Justice White of the United States su­
preme court, will 
Haldane to the bar association.
