Shelley, the poet, who wqs drowned off 
the coast of Italy, is probably the x most 
famous of . the literary med who have met 
their deaths in this fashion, and, needless 
to say, the author «of “Queen Mab" left 
no description of his final sensations. Now, 
however, we have the “impressions" of 
two British writers, a world famous one 
and one of lesser distinction, on the sub­
ject of how it feels to be drowning. One 
of these is Luther Munday, whose sprightly 
book of reminiscences of Wilde, Whistler, 
and many more celebrities was published 
recently, the other no one less than the 
late Charles Algernon Swinburne.

Munday twice came within an ace of be­
ing drowned in the Thames and says he 
found the sensation rather, pleasant. Swin­
burne, whom some folk rank with Shelley, 
came near meeting a similar fate tb his 
brother poet’s while bathing at Etretat, 
and, according to his friend, Edmund 
Gosse, to whom the bard described his 
thoughts when he believed himself booked 
for a watery grave, his pfincipal feeling 
was annoyance.
