I have examined and enquired into .the
working of the above section at Nanaimo,
Wellington and Union collieries, so that
that you can see how they do at each
respective colliery. .

Nanaimo colliery being the oldest I will
take is first..: I went and had an interview
with sqme of ‘the miners. They told me
that the coal was weighed in the car as
is came. out of the mine, the price being
rated at 80 cents per ton, but they were
not pald 80 cents, there being a deduction
from the above for dross and fine coal of
O per cent. After wbrking for some time
at this therée was another deduction for
the same cause, this time it being 10 per
cent. After a time they were given a fur-
ther deduction of another 10 per cent., so

that in,place of getting 80 cents after the

deduction  off for dross and fine coal, are
paid " 6114 cents per ‘ton. Not belng alto-
gether gatisfied with the miner's statement,
I went to the Nanaimo colllery office.

Bil to Amend the Land Act Introduced
by the Chief Commissioner.

An aet to amend the land act has
been introduced by Hon. Mr. Martin.
