A Religious Question.
[Fton Gleaner.)

The Methodists of St. Jobn, have been
startled by the discovery that the member-
ship of their churches has declinad, during
the past year, in the face of a general in-
crease of population. A religions census of
St. John which was taken a few weeks ago,
shows that a great many persons are neither
adherents nor attendants at any place of
worship, and that the number of steady
church goers is but a small part of the gener-
al population. Wedo not know how it is
with Fredericton, but it is to be presumed
that the same causes which would affect at-
d at the churchesin St. John exist
here. If people now do not attend church
as regularly as they once did, the subject is
one which ought to provoke inquiry in order
that the cause of so singular & condition of
affairs may be discovered sud a remedy ap-
plied. No one will pretead to say that the
wickedness of the world has increased or
that its oharities. have declined during the
past fow years. There never was a time
when missionary enterprises were more
astive than they are at present, or when
paople were more ready to contribute to the
spread of the Gospel. Oar churches are
larger, hand , more tortable and
altogether finer thas they were formerly,
and the supply of olergymen to officiate in
them has ot bsen exhapsted. When ihe
province was founded, the zeal of the wor-
shippers was such that they attended ser-
vices in winter in wretched buildings in’
which there were no stoves and in which the
w orzhippers were ia imminent danger of
catobiug their death of cold. Now the most

fortable churches fail to attract many,
and most meagre ‘excuses serve to justify
non attendance st charch. - The cauvse of all
this needs explanation, and possibly it will
be found to be deeper than the surface, We
should expect immorality tooincrease with
the decline f religion, and if people mow
are more moral than in former times, it
would seem to show that the "religious feel-
ings of the people are seeking some other
outlet than attendance at the charches.
Although the Methodist church has been
pointedly referred to mn the baginniog of
this article, there is no reason to suppose
that their case is different from that of other
Protestant ohurches. It is evident that
something is operating to cause decline of
church attendance which the clergymen as
yet have been unable to discover. It is not
the fanction of & newspaper to discover for
the clergy what they ought to be able to
"discern themselves, If people do mnot go to
charch is it bacause the services hive csased
to interest them, or has the ability of the
preachers declined? It may be that the
spread of education has affected charch
attendance and church membership by &ts-
posing men to read and interpret the scrip-
tare for themselves, and not to rely on the
words of any miaister, however well versed
in theology. There are some who think that

periments over the commercial cable,” Thesa
experiments ave simply preliminary and to
test the action of a repeater, an instrument
which repeats the sigonals from the land lice
to the commercial cable. The repeater is
automatic and as far as is known, is the frst
that has been used here,

To. conduct the experiments the McGill
Observatory is connected over the Canadian
Pacific telegraph with the Commercial Cable
station at Canso, N. 3., the land liue and
cables working into each other. A chrono-
graph is arranged at this end of the circuit
and the telegrapb signal that was sent from
McGill Observatory to Canso,across ths Ocean
to the G ial Cable's station at Water-
ville, Ireland, and back agsin to the point
from which it started, was rezorded on the
chronograph, Sunday, June 7, the experi-
ments lasted for three hours, the average
time of transmission being one second and
five hundredths. Last Sunday the experi-

peated,and it was found that the results were
practically the same as Jast week. It is
thought that the signals were retarded in
the cable, owing to earth carrents:
Professor McLeod, who couducted the ex-
periments from the MoGill observatory, esti-
mated that the time actually occupied in cov-
ering the distance was about three-tenths of
a second, the balance of the time beiug con-
d in the signals p g through the
different sets of instruments.
Professor McLeod, director of the McGill
Observatory, goes to Canso this week to
superintend the experiments. When the
preliminary experiments are couipleted
astronomical observations will be made at
Montreal, Canso, N. S.; Waterville, Ireland,
and Greeowich, London.
Oa the nigtt on which these will - be made
for the determination of time signals there
will be an interchange of telegraphic signals
between the four observatories to compare
the difference of local times in the observa-
tories that is to determine the difference in
longitude. This work will be done during
the month of August, and next year the
work will be recommenced in early summer.

The Eoglish and CUanadian observers will
be interchanged in order to eliminate per-
sonal errors in the obzervations, and the
whole work is expected to be completed
about the end of aext summer. The delay is
caused because the observers have to wait
for clear nights, The Eunglish goveroment
is paying the expenses of the English ob-
servers: On thisside a grant is to be acked
from the Canadian government; while the
McGill University supplies the instruments
for the Canadian work and the observers free
of charge.

As it is now, we do not know our exact
longitude, and hence all maps aad determin.
