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We do JOB PRINTING with a tigerish lntentnesn of pur­
pose. No man could have said which 
side sped the more furiously or shout­
ed the louder; none whether Koor AJl 
or the man on the black horse led with 
the more determined valour.

There to no resisting the magnetism 
of a desperate exploit enacted under 
your eyes, and the main bodies paused 
fascinated by the fearful spectacle.
