Ottawa, Ont.,. May 14—History has 

been repeating; itself at Ottawa. A 
few years ago Henri ÿourassa and 
Armand Lavergne showed opposition 
to the Liberal government’s attitude 
on certain questions, today W. F. Mic­
kle and H. B. Bennett afe in opposit­
ion to the Conservative government’s 
attitude regarding the C. N. R. Just 
as Mr. Bourasea was a disappointed 
man because he failed to get a port­
folio, so, is Mr. Bennett, say those 
who know him best. He is brilliant 
but there were others ahead of him. 
That is probably the chief reason for 
Mr. Bennett’s opposition to the gov­
ernment. It certainly showed itself in 
hie savage attack upon Hon. Arthur 
Meighen, the yoqng solicitor-general 
today. It was an attack couched In 
the bitterest language, He described 

as "the gramaphone of 
Northern,” and called

Mr. Mickle can hardly expect to be 
forgiven for his attack upon Premier 
Borden, one of the greatest and at 
the same time most honorable and 
upright men Canada has produced.

Ottawa, May 14.—At the beginning
