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Dragging the Name of the Governor
General inte the Constitutional
Question. : e

We eannot too carnestly condemn the
conduct of the Toronto Mail and those
papers that look to it for political “in-
spiration in dragging the name of the

Governor General into the political

warfare now going oa. The Opposi-

tion set the example a short time ago,
and we condemned their condact in so
doing, and now the chief organs of the

Government party are committing the

same crime. There is no excuse for it

whatever. The prorogation of Parlia-
ment must be defended by the Govern-
mehnt on its merits, and it can beé so de-

/| fended, without any reference to the

Governor General whatever. ‘It was
an unconstitutional act,” say the Op-
position chiefs. “Out upon this attack
on His Excellency!” cry the Govern-
ment organs. The charge is a rather
foolish one, and altogether needless, as
the act might be more forcibly attacked
as arbitrary, insulting, etc., but this is
not the way to meet it. The constitutional
question must be met and squarely ar-
-gued out on its merits. Ifitis decided
to have been unconstitutional the Gov-
ernment, not the Governor General
must be held responsible for
it. If His Excellency has aéted on im-
proper advice, his advisers must an-
swer for it. There is absolutely nothing
to be gained by the cry uttered by the
Mail. If its Ministerial owners exer-
cise any control over its management
they should stop this line of argument
at once. It is foolish in itself and dam-
aging to the Cabinet. There must not
be a show of shrinking from the conse-
quences of acts performed. If the op-
ponents of the Government, instead of
resting their case on the facts ascer-
tained by the Royal Commission, choose
to revamp MeMallen’s romances, or get
up a cry of unconstitutionality, the at-
tack must be met on its merits. If the
leaders of the Opposition determine that
the chances of obtaining. a majority
against the Government are greater on
a motion declaring the prorogation of
Parliament a violation of the Constitu-
tion, than on & motion censuring them
for their conduct in the Pacific Railway
business, or any other motion, they will
most assuredly move it, and it will most
assuredly have to be met and fought out
to the death, The Opposition will choose
their own ground, and the Government
must meet them there. So let this fool-
ish invoking of the sacredness of the
Governor General's acts cease at once.’

A New Industry— Lumber Waste and
Salt Refining.

Nobody visits our lumber mills and
sees the never-dying fires that are fed
by refuse material without a feeling of
regret that so much power should go to
waste, for every ounce of fuel repre-
sents a given amount of force that might
be used in the production of wealth.
The fuel is not only wasted, but consid-
erable capital is invested in elevated
tracks, cars and farnaces, and consider-
able lahor is employed in the process of
How can this power be
utilized? how can this waste of labor,
money and material be obviated? are
questions frequently asked. Perhaps

| the very best suggestion in this matter

comes from Mr. Jas. P. Hazard, of
Rhode Island, a gentleman who has
travelled with open eyes in many
countries. He would use thesec waste-
fed farnaces in the refining of salt. The
rock salt is now refined at of near
Liverpool, & great deal of coal being
used in the process, and it is then put
in sacks and shipped to this country.
Mr. Hazard argues that the crude
salt con'd be brought by returning lum-
ber vessels to the mills on the river side,
and refined without the use of other fuel
than that which is now destroyed at
considerable expense. The increased
cost of coal and labor in England
must enhance the cost of refining there,
and render the advantages of this plan
still greater. The machinery for re-
fining is neither costly nor complicat-
cd, and the process is very simple. The
work consists chiefly of stirring and
skimming the brine. In England this is
done by hand, but some inventive genius
in this country would soon borrow pow-
er from the mill to drive machinery for
doing the stirring at least. The salt so
cheaply refined would be ready for ship-
ment in bulk, thus saving the consider-
able cost now incurred for sacking, and
boats, coasters and railroads would
geatter it over almost the whole Pro-
vince. The saving of the cost of fuel
used in England for the refining pro-
cess, the dispensing with sacks to a
great degroe, the use of surplus steam
power instead of part of the manual la-
bor, and the saving of the present out-
lay for destroying superabundant fuel,
would cheapen salt very considerably,
and give an additional stimulus to our
fishing interests. The matter is worthy
of attention. If thefacts are as here set
forth there should be no further delay.
It would be well, at least, to have full
inquiries made for the purpose of ascer-
taining whether there exists any obsta-
cle to the carrying out of the plan pro-
posed. Those having any special know-
ledge bearing on the subject are invited
to use our columns for its dissemination.

There is almost an entire suspension of
manufacturing operations conducted
with water power. The St. John is
said at Woodstock to be lowest ever
known. The Eel river mills are ‘“hung
up” for the flrst time since they were

built, scveral years ago. The "St. Croix

hasn't water gnough to float the logs to

the millponds. In other places the same
state of affairs exists. This ispeculiarly
hard for fhe workmen, a8 they get no pay
while the mills are idle, aud there is ab-
solutely nothing élse for theni.to do at
home. The owners fear that, before the
water rises, most of the men will get dis-
gusted with waiting and leave. The fall
freshet cannot be delayed much longer.
At Margaret’s Bay, N. 8., 1ate rains Tiber-
ated a million and a half of logs belong-
ing to Messrs. Todd, Polley, & Co., that
could not be got down last spring, and
their steam mill, which had been idle a
long time for want of stock, is now in
full operation.

The Civie Parliament assembled yester-
day afterijoon. At 8 ©'clock precisely,
His Worship walked into the Council
Chamiber, and gracefully reclined in his
arm chair, and one by one his councillors
entered. Ald. Dickson, stately and solemn
walked without a word to his seat at the
head of the room, to the right of His
Worship. Ald. Kerr, on the same side
sat mext, with a sort of unsatisfied look
on his face, as if he thought there was no
money to he made by the work to be
done. The ambitious Alderman . for
Duke’s 18; however, always present, and
very attentive to his duties. Ald. Duffell,
the deep thinker of the Board, the grace-
ful and pointed speaker, was in his place.
He is one of the corner stones of the
Board, and always ready to fearlessly
express his opinion. "It was he who
moved the ‘ no” resolution to the offer
of $20,000, for the grounds wanted by the
Dominion Government. On the left ol
the Mayor sat Ald. Ferguson, chairman
of the Board in the absence of the Mayor.
He is the orator of the Board, now that
Mr. Forbes is not a member, and talks
oftener and louder, than any one else.

‘| Ald. Peters, of King’s Ward, sits next,
 reserved in speech and pointed in all his

remarks, who knows as much of the busi-
ness brought up as any one prescnt.
Ald. Wilson, the tall man, watches un-
sleepingly for the interest of the Westside.
Ald. Drake enters in a neryous, fidgety
way, and takes his seat, and that firishes
the list of Aldermen present yesterday.
Alds. Rowan and McCordock areabsent—
the former visiting the comtinent of
Eutrope, being feted by the Londoners,
sailing on the Rhine, visiting the classic
soil of Greece, or enjoying the sunny
skies and balmy air of Italy—the latter
absent from the Board forjreasons un-
known.

The Co}mcillors presentare the tall and
venerablg Cassidy, of Duke’s; Coxetter,
the custodian of the funds, the antedilu-
vianand piscatorial sport-loving member;
Quinton, : of Lancaster, almost a silent
member, ‘known to fame only as the
plaintiff in the great Lancaster Cow case;

Barnes & Co: were appointed Corpor-
ation.printers. ¢

The Harbour Committee recommended
tnat certain chains, anchors, &c., lying
on the Ballast Wharf be sold, and that J.
H. Toole be  paid $50 for his labour in
preventing Sunday fis hiig, instead of
some $70 claimed for the service. The
first section, was adopted. and on the
question of Mr. Toole’s pay there was a
lively discussion. - Coun. O’Brien urged
that the full amount of the bill be paid
Mr. Toole, and waxed eloguent over the
grand moral spectacle now presented in

the harbor on Sunday, (fishing boats be- .

ing entirely kept off the water, oarsmen
thus having it all to themselves.) He ac-
cused members of the Board of trying to
ingratiate themselves with the fishermen
by standing round the wharves and tell-
ing them when the inspector was coming,
and doing other things very discredit-
able, and said they would not pay his
bill because they knew he would not
serve another year unless his bill was
paid. The report was adopted.

Ald. Kerit made a verbal report from
the Queen’s Square Committee, and the
bills for drilling. holes. and setting the
posts were presented. There was some
trouble about the bills, and inquiry was
made s to the rumber of posts broken in
the drilling. The bills were sent back to
the Committee.

A communication was received from A.
L. Palmer, Esq., offering, on behalf of
Hugh McGuirk, to sell the property
owned by him in Lancaster, for $12,000.
Referred.

Duncan Robertson, Esq., prayed for a
transfer of lease. Referred to Western
Lands Committee.

Geo. McLeod, Esq., asked the privilege
of extending his wharf property known
as the Custom House wharf, to the south
and to the harbor line. Referred to the
Harbor Committee.

THE BAKERS' APPEAL—TIIE CIHARER.

A petition was read from a number of
bakers against the abolition of the pre-
sent flour and meal inspection.

Ald. Ferguson discussed the Charter
rights of the City of St. John, and asked
if the Parliament of Canada could over-
ride an Imperial Act. This was a con-
undrum which no member of the Board
could answer, and the subject was drop-
ped.

TIIE COUNTRY MARKET.
A petition was read from J. V. Now-

lan, J. W. Lanergan, and a number of |

grocers, against the commission mer-
chants, so called, who infest the country
market, almost to the exclusion of the
country people. His Worship, as clerk
of the market for four years, did not
know of but one man who had done so,
and he was fined $20. Ald. Dickson had
never been able to trace a case of this
kind to any reliable source. Coun.
Cassidy did know of such cases, and
His Worship told him he ought to have
reported them. Ald. Ferguson knew
about it, quoted poetry on the subject,
and called upon the Commitiee to clear
the ¢‘sky farmers out.”
ALMOST A ROW.

A bill for two retaining alls was the
cause of a lively pass hetween Coun.
Coxetter and Ald. Ferguson.

It seems
the Alderman had ordered these built,

The Wicked Punished—Virtue and Valcr
Rewariad.

Asa well known manufacturer of Lower
Cove, inore noted for sharp eyes than
quick cars, was passing along Charlotte :
street yesterday, he saw, as he describes
it, a “well-dressed scoundrel of about
seventeen winters” grab from the hand of
a crippled old woman, who keeps a stand
at Daniel's corner, two apples, and then
run quickly up the street. Our friend,
full of the milk of human kindness, en-
quired of the woman if the dpples had
been paid for, and found they had not.
The poor woman, who uses two érdtches,
cast a long, lingering look after the
thief’s retreating form. The fellow was
a considemble distance away, and could
be seen devouring the forbidden fruit,
when the gentleman determined to give
chase. He followed carefully, so as
not to be observed, pausing when
the rascal looked round and running
when his back was turned, until King
Square was reached, when, making a
spurt, he overtook the thief and caught
him by the collar. He shook him well,
causing him to disgorge some of the
fruit, and gave him a good talking to. As
soon as the man let go the rascal bolted
and was soon lost to sight. Our friend

Captain
Walsh, at New York, reports: Sailed
from Queenstown August 1 for Miramichi,
in ballast; had moderate weather to Sep-
tember 7, lat. 52.27, lon. 40.30, when we
took a heavy gale from west, with g tre-
mendous sea, lasting 2¢ hours; ship
labored very hard and commenced leak-
ing considerably; kept all hands at
the pumps, but found the water gaining
on us all the time; 8th, lat. 51.30 N., lon.
38 W., the German bark Eolus, Captain
Berding, from Stettin for New York,
hove in sight; seeing no possibility ot
saving the vessel we asked Captain
Berding to take us onboard of his vessel,
which he willingly consented to do, and
brought us to this port; when we aban-
doned the vessel she had 7 feet of water
in her hold.
