
BILL.

An Act to remove doubt as to Municipal Corporate
Bodies acquiring Publie Works without the Limits
of sucli Municipalities.

W HEREAS in and by'an Act passed in the twelfth Preamble.
year of Her Majesty's Reign, intituled, " Act A12 vice.c.,

"for the better management of the Public Debt, Accoùnts,°C®e-
" Revenue and Property," it is provided that it shall be

5 lawful for the Governor in Coincil to enter into arrange-
ments with any of the Municilal*or District Council,, or
other local corporations or authorities, for the transfer to
them of any of the Public Roads, Harbours, Bridges, or
Public Buildings to the District or Municipal Council or

10 other local authority; and whereas it i3doubtful whether
under the provisicns of the said Act, any District or Mu-
nicipal Council or local corporation or authority could
acquire any such publié roads, harbours, bridges or pub-
lic buildings situate beyond and without the limits of such

15 District or Municipal Council or other local corporation
or author'ty; and wheréas it is expedient to remove such
doubt; Be it therefore enacted, &c.

That it shall and may be lawful to and for any County or municipal
Municipal Council, local corporate body or authority, to olI","egr

20 contract for, purchase, acquire and hold any such public roads,&c., out
roads, harbours, bridges, or public buildings which in and oli

by the said recited Act could lawfully be disposed of, upi
whether the same be situate within the limits of such
County or Municipal Council, local corporation or au-

pà thority or otherwise, anything in the said recited Act to.
the contrary notwithstanding.

II. And be it enacted, That if any person or persons Penalty on

shall cut,break down or destroy in any other vay any of the pro,°

gates or toll-houses erected on any public road acquired ac.
RO by any County or Municipal Council, or other local corpo-

ration or authority under and by virtue of this Act or of
the said recited Act, every such person so offending and
being lawfully convicted shall be deemed guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and be punished by fine and imprisonment:

r5 and if any person or persons shall place or remove any
earth, stone or timber on the said road to the damage of
thp. qame, or shall forcibly pass or attempt to pass any of
the gates without having first paid the legal toll at such
gate, such person or persons shall pay all damage by him
or diem committed, and shall jrfeit and pay a fine of Penalty.
