King Hussein, and fought for the
liberation and unity of the Arabs
INCLUDING THE ARABS IN
PALESTINE. The Allies made
clear their promiges to the Arabs
that they would support them in
their nationalistic clams and that
Palestine was to be no exception
to the areas which were promised
freedom and independence. (Fad-
hel-Jamli, Ph.D., Univ. of Beirut
and Columbia.)
