It
should allow one more staff member to
operate from the Mississauga shelter.

Mississauga general committee has
also recommended to council approval
of a new dog licensing bylaw. Owners
will pay $10 for an animal license, or $5
if the animal has been spayed or
neutered.

It was also recommended there be a
fine of $5 each time a pet is found
running loose.
