in 1848, sixty two years ago. It is con­
ducted by the Oblate Fathers of Mary 
Immaculate,
it began wi ll the infancy, and developed 
with the growth of the city of Ottawa.

The power of granting degrees, r**'*- 
ognized by the State as well as by the 
Church, gives the University of Ottawa 
a certain very real advantage over the 
ordinary college. A degree usually 
admits to the study of a profession with­
out preliminary examination, and the 
the world over is considered as the stamp 
of the brain-mint, so to speak.

MANY SHAREHOLDERSRev. Father O’Donovan, S. J., in giv­
ing a mission at Haverhill, Mass., de­
livered a sermon on the organization of 
Catholic men. He spoke of the 
strength that comes from union. 
Among other things he said :

" How can we hope to cope with the 
enemies of the Church who are working 
silently against us ? Silently they are 
working, but we can ^see them, and if 
we hope to meet them we, too, must or­
ganize.

"The means are at our door. There 
is the Holy Name society, the greatest 
society for layman iu the Catholic 
Church of America. It is there that we 
Catholics must join hands against the 
common enemy. It isjthere we must cope 
with, if we hope to cope with, the 
Socialist and the Freemason.

“ Why has labor succeeded ? Why 
have the labor unions become a force in 
America ? Because they are organized. 
Then we, too, must become organized ; 
we must band together.

“ Catholic men, do not fear to be 
known as members of the Catholic 
Church ; the Church that civilized 
Europe ; the Church that held back the 
Goth, the llun and the Visi-Goth, the 
Church that gave to the world the 
greatest in art, iu science and literature; 
the Church that raised woman from a 
slave to become the companion and 
helpmate of man, because of Mary the 
mother of God ; tbe Church that raised 
the workingman and that to-day is 
fighting for him; the Church that to day 
would be the Church of England and its 
kings only it refused to bow down be­
fore the arch-tyrant Henry VIII., and 
refused to tear down God's law for him ; 
the Church that will save tho republic.

“Do not mind the Socialist with his 
doctrine of equality. God, the all-wise, 
made no two men alike ; no two men 
equal. His law is to bear the trials of 
the world in order that we may share in 
the world to come and not to take the 
goods that our fellowman has honestly 
acquired. Remember the commandment 
ol God given to Moses, ‘Thou shalt not 
take unto thyself thy neighbor's goods.' 
Do not try to rid yourselves of the trou­
bles of life that are a part of life, but 
bear up so that the troubles will not 
swamp you and yon will get the strength 
to boar up in the church of Christ."
