Father Hecker
in “ The Church and the Age " ex-
claims indignantly againet the falee
notion that grace is given only at the
ocost of natural strength, and he as-
sures that the time is fast approach.
ing when the Catholic body will be
marked by that spirit of initiative and
enterprise of which it has lost so
much since the Reformation.,

What the Church teaches is that
deeds, however the world may estim-
ate them, are of no real value unless
they are brought into connection with
our spiritual life. While she encour-
ages human efforts, she bids us to
make it a part of our ssrvice to God
to keep right and good the intention
which prompts them. This is why
her children in the past worked so
well and meritoriously. Andaglance
at their careers will tell us that their
oare for their souls did not prevent
them from having their names not
writ in water in the resords of
achievement in every department of
human activity. That carekept them
unselfish and from taking themselves
too seriously.

SMALL CHANGR

The so-called “ small change " of
hnman intercourse extends to other
matters than those which pertain to
buying and selling, The little wor-
riee of daily life, the touchiness of
friends, the perversenees of ehildren
countered as they often are by the

stupidity of their elders and superi- |

ors—afford frequent occasion for
patience and self restraint, virtues
that do not flourish of themselves in
the soil of the natural life. Giving
and receiving, imparting and with-
holding, shoald be governed by the
eame law of judicious inorease. We
owe to our neighbors allthe consider-
ation that we expect from them: how
can we look for attentions in a close-
ly-compacted society withou? exercis-
ing thought and being caretul torepay
their kindness amid the varying eir-
cumstances of the passing hour ?
The big investments of time and
pains to further the greater interests
of our personal ocareer too ofiem
exowd out of sight those higher obli
gations which are daue to all who
minister, however humbly, to our
comfort and prosperity. These things
are the “ small change” which pass
from eye to eye aund hand to hand :
often tones of the voics are silent
aids to mutual comprehension, infla-
ences which, as Wordsworth ex-
preesed it, form ‘' that best portion
of a good man's life, his little, pame-
less, unremembered acts of kindness
and of love.”

WHO HAS TO GIVE

‘Whatever the degree of blame that
must rest upon Austria for bringing
on the war her position throughout
the negotiations with Italy has been
almost pititul. Pulled by Italy and
pushed by Germany, the Austrian
Gevernment must have felt itself in
a most unhappy situation. It was as
if there were a sharp recurrence of
the historic attrition, by which Aus-
trian possessions in what was once
Italy have been worn away. For the
aged Emperor of Austria it is an old
story. In his lifetime he has seen
nearly the whole prosess. And many
times during his reign has the ques-
tion come up of Austria's yielding
something to Italy.

A writer in the Frankfurter Zietung
recalls the Italian mission of which
General Turr was the head in 1866,
and which visited Vienna after get.
ting encouragement in Paris. Then,
too, it was mainly the surrender of
the Trentino that was asked. Franois

" Must it always be I” he asked,
“who has to give ?" That question
he may well be asking to day with
plaintive force.

The great
world drama now being enacted
should arouse us to solemn thought.
We still have that in us which re-
sponds to the claim of the higher life.
We can devote all that we have and
are to a noble cause, a great oppor-
tunity is lent to us, and a new and
radiant light transfigures our com-
mon days and duties. Tae damps of
earth lie below, but the stars still
shine over ws and the disordered,
distorted and elouded vision will be-
coms clear, enabling us to gain in-
spiring glimpees of lite's wttermost
attainment ; transforming sacrifice
into a strange gladness, the earnest
of an immeasurable satisfaction from
which doubts and fears flee away.

TORONTO’S STARTLING
SCHOOL STATISTICS

S G—

The Munieipal Handbook for 1915,
which has just been issued by City
Clerk Littlejohn, contains some fig-
ures under the heading of School
Statistics that are startling, and
should lead to an immediate and
thorough investigation as to the
manner in which the compulsory at-
tendance law is evaded. Some time
ago a Quebec journalist, in reply to
the allegation that there were many
illiterates in his Province as the re-
sult of failure to pass a statute re-
quiring all children to attend school
produced figures showing that the
average attendance of enrolled pupils
in the schools of Montreal was better
that in Toronto, the inference being
than as almost all the children of
sshool age in both cities are enrolled,
Montreal’s children are kept at school
more steadily than the children in
Toronto,

Comparisons with other cities are
difficult, because conditions are never
exaoctly similar, but the members of
Toronto's Board of Education can
hardly object to comparison
with the condition of Toronto’s
schools under themsslves and
their recent predecessors. The
figures which follow, and which are
in all cases drawn from the Municipal
Handbook, show that the compulsory
attendance law in Toronto is practi-
oally a dead letter. So recently as
1911 the number of registered pupils
in 'foronto Pablic Schools was 51,714,
and the average daily attendance was
85,042, or almost 68 per cent. To-day
the number of registered pupils has
increased to the huge total of 70,753,
while the average daily attendance is
only 42247, or a little less than 60
per cent. In four years the registra-
tion has gone up 19,039, while the
average attendance has increased
only 7,205. The discrepancy between
incrense of registration and increase
of average attendance is so great ae
to arouse the smspicion that the regis-
tration figures are padded. What-
ever the cause, the tact remains that
whereas in 1911, 68 pupile out of
each 100 enrolled were present dally,
in 1915 lese than sixty out of each
100 enrolled are present daily.

The increase in the number of
teachers in relation to average at-
tendance is no lees startling than the
figures already presented. In 1911
the 1,035 teachers and kindergartners
in the Toronto schools had classes
based on average attendance of
84 ohildren per teacher. To.day
the average is down to 30, and this
change represents an unwarrantable
increase of over 13 per cent. in the
huge sum paid annually for teachers’
salaries.

It would be interesting to hear
what explanation the officiale and
members of the Board of Education
have to give of these figures, especial-
ly when it is seen that in the Separ-
ate Schools the average attendance is
almost 70 per cent. of the total of
regietered pupils, and the teachers
bhandle an average of thirty.-eight
pupils daily.—Toronto Globe.

HIS FIRST IMPRESSIONS

TENNESSEE MAN MARVELLED AT

" One of the most wondertul things,
I think, is to see all the people go by
the hotel. I asked the bellboy where
they were going and he eaid; ‘Search
me.' I never heard such language in
Humboldt in my life.

‘I looked down your subway, but
did not enter, as I saw hundreds go
down there, but none came back that
I eaw.

“ Next wonder was why any one
goes up twenty filve stories to see
any one., I went up in one lift
twenty-four stories and got so sea.
sick that I walked back. I have a
orick in my neck looking up at them.
Another wonder was to see all the
women in the stores. Have they
nothing to do at home ?

1 went down town on what you
call the East Side and never saw so
many children in my lite before,
while up Fifth avenue I saw none at
all. Biggest wonder of all to me was
to see people go from 6 o'clock in the
morning to a Catholic Church by the
thousands, while the church I went
to, a Protestant Church, had only
forty-seven people there.”—Buffalo

PAPAL SECRETARY SAYS MANY
ASSERTIONS WERE ENTIRELY
INVENTED

Rome, June 29.—An important dip-
lomatic document, with reference to
the war, is being prepared by Pope
Benedict XV,, it was learned to-day.
{t is expected to be announced short-

y.

The Pope is showing keenly the
strain of the war, and the worry im-
posed by "interviews,” attributed to
him by various Earopean news-
papers.

Rome, via Paris, June 29.—An in-
terview published in the Corriere
D'Italia with Cardinal Pietro Gas-
parri, the Papal Secretary of State,
arouses great interest in Rome ns it
is entirely taken up with the inter
view obtained last week by Louis
Latapie, a member of the staff of the
Paris La Liberte, with Pope Benedict,
The Secretary of State says :

M. Latapie invented entirely many
grave assertions. Youm must remem-
ber that a phrase isolated from the
context cannot reproduce faithtully a
thought, or, what ia worse, it gives a
meaningentirelyfalse. For instance,
take the quotation regarding host-
ages in Berlin. What confusion,
The Pontiff ie made to mix the Jews
ol Galicia, the Austrian priests of
Cremona and the Belgian prelates,
all of which, according to M. Latapie,
was covered in the allocution of Jan-
uary 22,

“With regard to the Jews, it was in
March that' Austro Hungary sent a
protest to the Holy See. The pro-
test wae not mentioned, as the Vati-
can could not condemn Rusgia on the
sole affirmation of Austria- Hungary.

QUESTION OF HOSTAGES

““The Pope was informed that Italy
had taken some parish priests of the
towns occupied as hostages, but the
Bishop of Cremona informed him
that they were being treated with
every regard. Indeed, ths Pontiff
furnishes them with funds for
Maesee. The Pope knows all this
perfectly., How, then, could he put
them in a category with the Belgian
and French hostages or with the
Jews of Russia.

“With regard to General von Biss-
ing, the German guvernor of Bal-
gium, neither the Holy Father nor
the Secretaryship of State ever re-
ceived a letter or a communication
from him dirsctly or indirectly.
Thus the Pope could not refer to such
a letter—and he did not. The letter
was born of the fervid imagination
of M, Latapie.”

Cardinal Gasparri denies that Pope
Benedict said : “It was under the
pontifieate of Pius X.,” when asgked by
M. Latapie it it was neceesary to in.
quire whether the neutrality ol Bel-
gium had been violated, but the Sec-
retary of State does not say what
words the Pontiff used.

“But much graver is the contusion
of M. Latapie when he speaks of the
relations between the Holy See and
Italy,” continued Cardinal Gasparri.
““The following is the real opinion of
the Pontiff :

THE CHURCH'S POBITION

“It is true that he wished Italy to
remain outeide the conflict upon re-
ceiving concessions from Austria, be-
cause he desired that Italy shoumld
not suffer the horrors of war, and he
was pre-eccupied with the delicate
position of the Church it Italy en-
tersed the conflict. War once de-
clared, the Church became entirely
neutral. It has not in any way tried
to prevent Catholics from doing their
duty according to their censciences
and it has done everything for the
spiritual welfare of the soldiers.

“The Pon#iff recognizes that the
Italian Government has done every-
thing possible to attenuate any diffi
oulties that might arise between it
and the Holy See. The Vatican's
correspondence is not being touched.
But that does not mean that the sit-
uation of the Holy See is normal. It
does not intend to create embarrass-
ment for the Government,

“The Holy Father much deplored
the sinking of the Lusitania, but he
could not pronounce directly on it
because there wae before him a ques-
tion of fact regarding which each
side makes different assertions.”

NO MORE INTERVIEWS

Cardinal Gasparri ended the inter-
view by saying: "With regard to
what concerns me personally, I saw
M. Latapie only a few minutes. In
that time the diplomatic relations
between the Holy See and France
were not mentioned. M., Latapie
would have done better had he main-
tained the promiee he formally gave
me not to publish anything without
previous authorization. But as that
formhl promise was not eufficient to
preserve the Holy See from such de-
plorable indiscretions, M. Latapie
will have the honor of being the last
journalist to be received by the Holy
Father during the war.”

POPE MISQUOTED, S8AYS

IDEAS OF POPE MUST BE
SOUGHT IN OFFICIAL

Rome, June 29.—The Osservatore
Romano, the official organ of the
Vatican, publishing the statement
made by Cardinal Pietro Gaeparri,
Papsal Secretary of State, in whick he
declared Pope Benediot was misquot-
ed in the published interview ob-
tained from him last week by Louis
Latapie. a member of the staff of The
Paris La Liberte, makes this com.:
ment:

“From this interview it follows
that the ideas of the Pope must be
sought again in official Pontifical
documents and not in words never
uttered, but which attributed to the
Pontiff and which were reproduced
with fantastic interpretation in the
newspapers without reespect for the
auguet dignity of the Pope.

" Additional evidence of this lack
of reepect is found in the discuseion
of the latter from the Pope to Prince
Von Buelow. An effort has been
made to give it politioal character
and eignificance, whereas it was a
private letter replying to Prince Von
Buelow, who, unable to visit the Vat-
icap, believed it well to write the
Pope to take leave of him and ask his
benediotion for the Princess. At
tempts are being made to contort this
letter intu a political document, and
the newspapers even agk ite publica-
tion without regard to the Pope.”

LETTER OF POPE
BENEDICT

SO e e
TO HIS EMINENCE CARDINAL
VANNUTELLI

* Signor Cardinal :

“It was our intention to call to
gether, in the early days of next
June, the Holy Conegistory in order
to make provision for the many
churches at present deprived of their
pattors and also induce & proper
oceasion for bringing us into touch
with the Sacred College of Cardinals
concerning other grave and urgent
matters dealing with the govern-
ment of the Church ; unfortunately,
howaver, painful events of all sorts
have prevented us. .

" Now, not being able to direct
our word to the Sacred Collegs as a
whole, I take the occasion to address
it to you, Signor Cardinal, with the
understanding that you impart it
yourself to the individual members
of the venerated aseembly of which
you are the worthy dean.

** In our first Encyclical, moved by
the supreme desire to witness the
end of the frighttul slaughter which
is dishonoring Europe, we exhorted
the Governments of the belligerent
nations to the end that they pay
heed to the tears and blood already
shed and hasten to bestow again on
their people the vital benefits of
peace.

“‘Listen to us,’ we said ‘ye who
bhave in your hands the destin.
ies of peoples. Surely there
are other ways, other menans,
through which you may be able to
right wrongs; thus by laying aside
your arms ye will have recourse to
the dictates of conscience and the
soul's biddirg. And we are moved to
speak thus not through our own in.
terest, bvt on account of our love for
ye and for all the nation. Do not,
therefore, permit that our voice of
father and friend go unheeded.’

“But the voice of friend and father
—to say this fllls my soul with grief
—was not heard; the war continued
to drench Europe with blood until
there was no place on land or sea
that was free from iniquities prac-
tised against the laws of humanity
and of all nations.

“And if this were not enough, the
terrible flame has extended even to
our happy Italy, bearing new terrors
with it and a train of tears and dis-
asters such as acoompany all wars,
however successful.

“While our hearts bled at the sight
of 80 much misfortune, we did not
hesitate to prepare ourselves to al-
leviate and diminish, as much as we
could, the ead consequences of war,
We praise God that He has been
pleased to reward our efforts to the
extent of obtaining from the bellig:
crent nations the exchange of prison-
ers of war incapable of further mili.
tary service. Moreover, we recently
applied ourselves, and with good
hepe of success, in favor of wounded
or ill prisoners of war not entirely
useless as soldiers, to the end of ren-
dering their condition lees grave and
their cure more certain.

“"But the needs of the soul, so
superior to those of the body, have
particularly attracted our paternal
attention. To this end we have pro.
vided the army chaplains with full
power authorizing them to perform
through the celebration of the Mass
and through asesistance to the dying
those privileges which can only be
conceded in the most exceptional
oircumstances. With this power and
with these privileges we intend that
not only the priests now called to
gerviee a8 chaplaing in the Italian
Army shall be governed, but even all
the priests under whatever title they

may find themselves in the atoresaid
army, And all of them, we implore,
through the mediation of the love of
Jesus Christ, to show themselves
worthy of such a sacred mission and
spare neither pains nor labsr, so
that the soldiers in their diffisult
struggle may in no wise lack the in-
effable comforts of religion.

“The times we are passing through
are moe$ painful—the moment is
terrible—but ‘' sursum corda’' ( lift
up your hearts) More frequently
and more ferveotly we address our
prayers to Him in whose hands are
the destinies of nations. Let us in.
voke with faith the afflicted heart
and purity of Mary, the most sweet
mother of Jesue and of us, to the end
that she with her powerfal interces-
sion may obtain from her Divine
Son the immediate cessation of the
scourge of war and the return of peace
and tranquillity, And in 0 mach as
it is proper to o apply wu. "loly
Seriptures that the world may deserve
the Divine bleseing, the order of the
prayer ought not to distinguich be-
tween the generosity of sacrifice and
of penitence. We exhort all the sons
of the Catholic Church to practice,
even a8 we do through three consec-
utive or separate dsys, according to
choice, a strict ecclegiastical fast; and
we concede that this pious prectice of
Christian mortification will be worth,
in the customary conditions the tull
indulgence, applicable even to souls
in Purgatory.

"'May the echo of our voice reach
all our scne afflictsd with the cruel
scourge of the war, and may all be
persuaded of our participation in
their affliction apnd their troubles,
because there is no pain that a son
may have which does not effsct the
soul of the father.

* In regard to you, Signor Cardinal
and to all the members of the Sacred
College, we impart with the effusion
of paternal benevolence the Apostolic
Blessing.”

FOR DECLINING CABINET POSI-
TION

The explanation of John Red-
mond’s refusal of a place in the coal:
ition cabinet of Great Britain is that
Ireland, which he represents, is still
denied her rights ae a political
entity ; and while this is s0 none of
the Irish Nationalists can accept
office under the British government.

It the Irish Parliament were
already in be'ng in Dublin with the |
consent of both the English parties |
Mr. Redmond’'s course would have |
been clear ; he would have joined |
the cabinet. But H' me Rule 1s not
yet in being. In fact it is open to
doaubt whether Unionists are a whit
more reconciled to it, now that Home
Rule is on the statute book, than
they were before the outbreak of the
war,

In the circumstances, then, what
was Mr. Redmond to do? He has
behind him the history of Ireland
under the union for more than a
hundred years, and it is the history
of a people that has been able to
obtain any of its national rights only
when ite politiciane wers organized
as an independent party, refusing te
accept the honors of offiee until their
country possessed the commonplace
honor of freedom. Again and again
Irish leaders might have had great
office, but again and again they stoed
oft. Those of their countrymen who
did accept office or other rewards
ceased naturally enough to be con
cerned with the one life purpose of
Ireland and were absorbed into their
spheres. O’'Connell and Butt might
have had what prefessional advance-
ment they chose, but they refused.
The tradition by which Irish mem.
bers pledge themselves to refuse
office or reward is an honorable and
unsgelfish tradition.

Obviously if Mr, Redmond wers
personally an ambitious mam he
would not hesitate a moment about
acoepting a cabinet appointment.
His refusal is an act of self-denial
and not an act of self-interest. It is
a reminder at the same time to all
Englishmen that, until Home Rule is
secure, & wrong remains to be
righted in Ireland.—True Voice.

At Kandy, in India, there is a Papal
seminary, which ie a central one for
India and Ceylon, The first ordina-
tion there took place in 1898, Last
December eight students were or-
dained priests.

Arrangements are being made for
sn exhibit of the Catholic colored
schools of Ohio at the Emancipation
Exposition in Cbhicsgo in Auguet.
