A subgeriber puts usthe following ques-
tion: “Is it rig\‘n for Catholics to give to
non-Catholic churches and ipstitutions?”’

agement. lle violates conscience and his
act is wrong in itself. If, on the other
hand, he bestows the gift s a mere mat-
ter of courtesy in the feeling of common
brotherhood without intention asto its
application, the answer is eseentially diff-
erent from the reply given under the
former supposition., In this case there
is no presumption of wromg-doing amd
consequently no intention. It may be
courtesy, it may be policy, or it may be
any other motive of a kindred nature,
that influences the giving—but nome of
these could be said to give direction to the
act, or attribute to it other signification
than that which the motive implies, and
hence a wrong could not be mcriﬁed to the
giver in absence of the intention. It is
the intention that comstitutes the erimina-
lity of every human act.
