About this time Bishop Hay, in a letter
to Principel Geddes, communicated to
him the tharks of the Bishops for the
pecuniary sid given and promized by
himself and his companions to the funds
of the micgion, In the same lelter the
Bishop mentioned the mortality which
had lately prevailed in some parts of the
country and epoke of a pious miseionary
priest, Mr. Austin Macdorald, who, on
the dreaded eickness appeari in his
locality, had exhorted bis people to
prayer end fasting, #s a means of ayert.
ing the tkreatened calamity, and had
preecribed certein prayers to be shid, and
set apart two dsys for fasting,  After
that none of his peopla died but one, who
had been very il before, “Heie atruly
valuable miseionsry” adds the bishop,
“gnd minds potbing in this world—
neither brothers ncr sisters, nor eny
earthly affair—but bis duties to his peo-
ple only, 1 wish we bad numbers such !”

The goodness of Cardinal Castelli
made up in some messure for the failure
of Bisbop Hay’s recent visit to Paiis in
order to obtain a benefice for the poor
misgions of Scoiland, The Cardinal
procured a subsidy for the missions, and
in remitting it informed the bishops that
two places in the Urban Uollege ot Pro
pagenda bad been resigned to Scotch
students, between the ages of twelve
and eighteen years.

We now hear for the first time of Mr,
Cameron, afterwards ¢o distinguished as
a bitchop, On returning from bis
studies, he was appointed to the mission
of Strathaven on sccount of his know-
ledge of the Gaelic lapgasge, He eoon
acquired reputation as a prescher and
was in grest favor with Bishop Grant,

Bishop Grant was st this time in such
good health s 10 be abie to coniinue the
visitation of the vorthern paris of his
Vicariate, We learn ong,his au'hority,
that he was very much edified with the
willingne gs and earnestness of the good
people in coming to be confirmed, eorae
trevelling ¢1x or seven, some ten, aod
ope in particulsr, ro less then sixteen
milce, At ope place it was full
o'clodg in the afterncon before be was
resdy to commence the public duties of
the day, Nevertheless, by a presumed
permission from whe Holy See, he even
ventured, and without scruple, to cele
brate Mass,

This year, 1772, the mission was
poorly supplied with clergy, but not
without hope for the future, there being
pumerous ecclesiastical studentis in the
collegeeabroad. There was great distress
throughout the country in consequence
of the frequent bankruptcies that were
occurring, Money was not to be had at
any rate; families of good standing were
diminishing the number of their ser
vante: trade of every kind was at a
stand, and trades people, consequently,
pariirg with tbeir workmen, Such a
state of things greatly increased the
number of poor, sand worse than all,
filled both countries, England as well as
Scotland, with robbers. Bishop Hay
complained, as Procurator, that the mis
sion suftered at the same time in its
funds, and the building of a new and
better church at Aberdeen added to its
difficulties, Such was the distress in
the best agriculturzl districts, such as
Steatobogie, Asubendown and the
Euzie, that many families resolved on
emigrating to America, as long as any
means remained to them,

About the end of February, 1773,
Bishop Grant and bis coadjutoraddressed
a memorial to the agent at Rome, Abate
Grant, representing the great streits of

the mission, and requesting, provided he
could obtain the eanction of Cardinals
Castelli and Albani, that be would
endeavor to interest in its favor all who
at Rome might be triendly or charitably
disposed towards the mission, They
took care to urge that the field for mis-
sionary effort was improving, as shewn
by the building of a better church at
Aberdeen, whilst this undertaking, to
gether with the hardship of the time,
inereaged their pecuniary needs

There were conversions from time to
time; among the rest, that of Miss Hay,
the Bishop’s eister, which took place ai
Auchentoul Bishop Grant, corgratu
lating the junior Bishop cun this uappy
ocourrence, expreages, ab the samo time,
his wish that he wou!d visit the No:th
spend a few waeks in Strathbogie and
Cabrach, encourage ihe people by his
presence and learn, at the sume tine
everything conceruing their wants anc
condition, Complaints the chisf Bishog
had heard from Buchan rendered 1t
derirable that kis coadjutor should

travel through that distriet,

The Lewland Bishops were now deeply
affccted on hearing of the death of the
venerable Bishop Hugh MacDonald at
The sad iutelligence was
communicated to them in a letter from

Glengarry.

his nephew, Bishop John MacDonald,
dated March 15th, at Bourblack, on the
west coast of Inverness-shire, The
deceaced Bishop was able to converse
with the friends around bhim till within
a few minutes of his death,
JAMES GRANT, J. MCDONALD, GEO, HAY,
ETC, AND THEIR TIME,
Bishop Hay at this time was oppressed
with labor and anxiety, He ardently
desired the assistance of his able friend,
Mr, Geddes, the Principal at Valladolid,
and had some correspondence with him
on the subject. His cares were increased
by the impending suppression of the
Society of Jesus, The members of the
Order, although only ten in number,
formed a considerable and important
portion of the diminished clergy of Scot-
land, The mission could ill afford to
lose their services, which, hitherto, had
been &0 eflicient, The Scotch College at
Rome was under their able direction,
It could be 8o no longer. Abate Grant,
£0 long ageut for the mission at Rome,
offered himself for the rectorship, and
was accepted by the Bishops, The col
l-ge, meanwhile, was otherwise provided
for by the authorities at Rome,
A digcussion on usury having arisen
Bishop Hay took up his pen, and in
seven masterly letters succeesfully
showed that usury must be condemned,
whilst & reasonable rate of interest on
loans is perfectly lawful. In trading
nations, particularly, such as Great
Britain, tue practice of lending money
at interest may be considered #n almost
esscntial element of commercial succoes
The eeven letters were pubhshed in
Loudou by Mr, Coghlan, under the title :
“Letters on wsury and inferest; showing the
advantage of Loans for the support of [rade
and Commerce "’
The Scoich College of Douai sppears
tc have been, at this time, 1774, in &
iolerably prosperous condition, There
were within its walls, besides Me, Robert
t, the principal, and bis assistant,
twenty two individusls, Three ex
Jepuits, slill young men, one of whom
wes Mr, Jobn Chishoim, afterwards
Biehop of tne Highlend district, went
this yenr from Dinant to Douai, in order
to prepare ‘or serving on the Scotch
miesion, Jdseas  Chisholm, John's
brother, who slso beesme a Bishop, was
reeeived a student at the Scolch College
of Valladolid,
The missions were now suffering from
want of sufficient spiritual superintend.
nce, Age ana infirmity had incapaci.
tated ro many of the clergy that only
five or six priests in the Lowland dis.
tiict were fit for duty. Bishop Grant
bimself, now almost seventy years of age,
was very infirm, In addition, potwith
standiog, to his duties as Chief Bishop,
he mansaged also to discharge those of a
Perish Priest, Bishop Hay was younger,
but of a weak constitution, He, never
theless, did double duty, attending, as
coadjutor Bishop, to the aftaire of the
whole mission &nd ministering to &
numerous congregation,
The Bishops for somo time experi
epced wany of the difficulties that arise
from the want of money, This unpleae.
ant state of things was so far modified
by the liberal bequest of Bishop Hey’s
wealthy and most pious friend, Mr.
Craw, who paseed, 1775, to the future
life, at the advarced aged of 91,
Io June, 1775, Biskop Hay's {amous
Treatise on Miraclee was piaced in the
printer's hands, This work originated
1 & controversy which arose between
the auther and a non juriug Episcopalian
winister who wag afterwards known as
the celebrated Bishop Abernethy Drum.
wond, At ths end of the second volume,
there is en appendix on the eubject of
[rensubstantiation, This shorter essoy
was occasioned by the following circur
stance. A master baker and a master
shoemaker thought of enquiring into the
iruth of the Catholic religion, They
were both Episcopalians and members of
Mr.  Aberuethy’s congregation. For
better information they sought the
acquaintance of Bishop Hay, who gave
thew all necessary explanations, The
winigter was now had recource to; and
he promptly made out in writing answers
to the Bishop's remarks. The point
chicfly discussed was Transubstautiation,
Mr, Aberuetby wrote at great lengta on
the Catholic Docirine, urging the usual
weak objections agaiost 1t. The young
man laid kis writing before the bishop,
who made & suitable reply, This was
not all, ''he non juring minister called
on Bishop Hay and challenged him to
publish in print all he bad to say on
the Catho'ic Doctrine, promising (o pre-
pare and publish a reply. This led to
Bishop Hay's “Appendix,” in which he
explains the doctrine itself and exposes
the weakness of Mr. Abernethy’s argu-
ments against it. This writing caused
our enquirers to come to a decision
They left the non jurors, and became
‘“sincere ard promizing couverts to the
Catholic Church.,” Tae Protestant pas
tor was enraged at this conclusion, and,
very little to the credit of a
protessed minister of the goepel,
threatened the good man with ruin and
misery before the end of the year. He
then turned to his theology, such as it
was, and got ready his reply, The non
juring Bishop easily favored it with his
approval, Another friend of the author,
wao was more familiar with philosophical
discussions, pronounced it indefensible,
Accordingly it was remodeled ; but failed
to ba made unauswerable, In January,
1776, Bishop Hay issued a suitable reply
under the title “Explanatory Remarks
eic,” 'There 18 a copy of this able paper
at 8t Mary’s College Blaire, 12mo, pp
96, It was followad by an anonymous
reply, which was g0 weak and devoid of
auything like argument, conwining only
the usual oft.reluted stories, thai the
Bishop took no notice of it and allowed
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“Seripture Doctrine of Miracles” muet
be regarded as Bishop Hay’s greatest
work, It may justly be said to exhaust
the subject, with & depth and a closeness
of reasoning, and a familiar acquaintance
with the written Woid of God uunsur-
passed by any other Catholic writer

in the Enghsh language, It may,
perhsps, be permitted us to
regret that the style is wanling

in thoee attractive graces which recom-
mend even abstruse subjects to the
attention of ordinary readers, a want
which Dr, Hay with gingular modesty
acknowledges in his preface.  In conse.
quence of this deficiency his work on
Miracles has never attained the popular.
ity of eomo of his other wrilinge; ite cir-
culation for the most part, haviog been
coufined to the use of students in theo.
logy. All this notwitbstanding new
editions of the able work are, in our day,
published from time to time,
Protestants, whilst ackn:wledging its
contumate ability, prooounce it “a
dangerous book in which (Scot’s Mag.)
truth is artfully mixed up with false-
hood, and sophistry with argument,” The
same writer admits, however, that “ihe
plan is happily conducted, the topics
judiciously and arttully dieposed, and
the reasoning throughout invincibie,
specious and dangerous,” (Scot's Mag,,
1776

It z)|.my be mentioned here, asa cir
cumstance indicating the improving
gpiritof the time, that the magistrates of
Edinburgh eflorded Bishop Hay every
facility in attending to {1ish soldiers who
were sentenced to be executcd for a
street robbery in the city, These unfor
tunate men were very penitent and
recigued to their fate
The clergy of the mission were re
cruited occazionally from the colleges
abroad, Thus we find the Rev. Mr.
Gordon, who had been staiioned ut
Aberdeen since his recent return from
Rome, on beivg sppointed to Rev. Allen
MeDonald’s vecant Prefectorship st
Valladohd, was replaced by Rev, Mr
Oliver, & young 1missionery priest, who
nad etudied at Douai about the same
time Rev, Robert Meuzies returned from
the college there, and entered on &
ccurse of unobtrusive useluluess at
Edinburgh,
