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find relief by the introdudion of Laws and regula;ions relative there-
to, or by adopting the Laws exifting in the Mother Country, in fimi..
lar cafes made and provided, under fuch refridions as the fit'uation of
the Country requires, and the Parlianent in its Wifdom may fee fit to
adopt.

That the Petitioners alfo further moft humbly reprefent, that many of
them frequently fuffer.heavy loffes, in confequence of Perions having
it in- their power to quit the Province fuddenly, altho' juftly indebted
to them and others his Majefty's fubjeEs, in -fums of money under
Ten Pounds flerling; there being at prefent no Laws 'xifting (to the
knowledge of the Petitioners) to prevent fuch injurious pradice, and
the local fituation of this Part of his Majefty's Dominions, very much
favors the fame.

The Petitioners therefore moit humbly pray, that this, Houfe will be
pleafed to take their fituation individually, and as copneded with the
general good of the Country, into its confideration, and bring forward a
Bill to grant them fuch relief, as to the Houfe may feem fit and ex-
pedient.

ORDERED, That the faid Petition do lie upon the Table.

The order of the day for the Houfe to refolve itfelf into a Commit-
tee of the whole Houfe, upon the Bill to removc any doubts which may
arife touching the validity of certain proceedings in the Court of
King's Bench for Criminal caufes at -q(ebec; which faid Court was
not held in laft September term, from the abfence of the Chief Jus-
tice of the Province : and which more erTedually provides for holding
the faid Court in. future, at the periods fixed by Law, in the feveral
Diftrids of kaebec, Montreal and Three Rivers,--.being read:

The Houfe refolved itfelf into the faid Committee.
