ations, and taking into consideration the ease and convenience of Our loving sub-
jects, We have thought fit, by and with the advice of Our Executive Council, to
relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance at the tinie aforesaid, hereby con-
voking, and by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on Wednesday,
the thirty-first day of the month of August next, you meet Us, in Our Provincial
Parliament, at Our City of Quebec, there to take into consideration the state and
welfare of Our said Province of Canada, and therein to do as may seen necessary.
-Herein fail not.

lu testimony whercof, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Our said Province to be hereunto affixed: Witness, Our
right trusty and right well-beloved Cousin James, Earl of Elgin and Kincardim,
Knight of the most ancient and nost noble Order of the Thistle, Governor
General of British North A..merica, and Captain General and Governoir in Chief
li and over Our Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and the
Island of Prince Edward, and Vice Admiral of the same, &c. &c. &c. At Our
Government House, at Our City of Quebec, in Our said Province, the twcntieth
day of July, in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and fifty-three,
and in the seventeenth year of Our Reign.
