In certain districts a homesreager in
good standing many pre-empt a yuarter
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon
as homestead patent, on certain condi-
tions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts.
