Aleoholiem was the
cause, She had been reared in wealth
and luxury, had been carefully edacated
and had led the choir and played the
organ in an Episcopal church,

Three such cases, one following cloge
upon the beels of another, would seem
to have some nnusual significance. Did
they indicate that there is an increase of
drinking and drunkenness among wom.
en? Ifso, what is the cause ?

In the first place there is such an in.
crease. Thin fact was questioned by some
of the sources of information consulted,
but it is proved by the reports of Bellevue
hosyital as well as by the police records,
The register at Belevne shows thut in
1888 the number of female alcobolic pa-
tients was 875 ; in 1889 there were 1,1& s
in 1800, 1,028 ;in 1891, 1,154, and in 1895
there was 1211, Thus there was an in-
crease of 830 cases, or about 87 per
cent in four years. Of course there wys
s definite increase in population during
the same time, but the ratio was far Jess
than that of the advance in alcoholism
These reports show another interestin
fact. Of the 875 cases in 1888 only li
wero fatal, while of the 1,211 cases in
1802 thers were 556 who died in the hos-
pital. This shows that the fatal cases
were more than trebled during the period
when the admissions increased only 37
ner cent, Drunkenness is therefore not
only much wore general among women,
but the vice is also becoming more de.
structive in its consequences.
