POOR OLD BULLER.
Speaking efter a luncheon in hie honor 

in London • few daye ego, General 
Boiler censed ■ greet sensation by tell­
ing that after the failure of hie attack 
at Coleneo be telegrephed General 
White advising the surrender of Ledy-
StQeneral Boiler said he had hew at­
tacked on account of a telegram which 
it wae eaid he had sent ordering Gen­
eral White to surrender Ladysmith, 
after hia (Bullet’s) attack on Colenso of 
December 15tb, 1869, had resulted un­
successfully. General Boiler describ'd 
at length his own and General White’s 
difficulties at that timey He said that 
at the time he prepared a message tel! 
ing General White that his (Bullet’s) 
attack bad failed, and he could not make 
another attempt to relieve him within 
a month in the then alow fighting. 
General Boiler eaid he read this tele­
gram over several limes, saying to him­
self ; “ That’s a mean thing to aend a 
fellow,” but he knew the responsibility 
waa hie, and that General White could 
say if he surrendered, that General 
Boiler had advised him. The same 
telegram suggested that It might be 
necessary to surrender, and ip that case 
General Boiler made some suggestions 
aa to what General White should do, 
and how he should do it, thinking that 
it would be cover for a man, whom he 
believed to be in greater difficulties 
than hie own.

General boiler declared he wanted to 
bring the man who said he bad coun­
selled General White to surrender into 
the ring. Therefore, he challenged him 
to produce the telegram, which he said 
he knew was In the hands of the editor 
of a magasine, and muet have been 
stolen, because it was in cipher, ad­
dressed to General White, and waa per­
fectly private. The speech hae caused 
a storm that may cause Bulln’s reeig 
nation, for the papers all declare the 
surrender of Ladyemlth would have 
been humiliating compared with which 
all other reverses of the war have been 
trivial, It is believed the speech will 
kill the intended elevation of General 
Bailer to the Peerage at the next Hat oi 
honors.

Details of the fight between the Brit­
ish troops under Col. Ktkewich and 
1,600 Boers, under Commandants Dc- 
larey and Kemp, neer Selous River, has 
just arrived. Ibe British camp bad 
evidently been carefully chosen. It lay 
in a triangle formed by the river on the 
west, a donga on the eael, and the Zaer- 
uet-Rustenberg road on the south. Tbs 
donga joins the river and forms the 
northern apex of the triangle. The 
banka of the river are deep and precip­
itous, and the country round ia busby.

Daring the night the Boers crept 
noiselessly up tbe river bed, and bv 
making a debouchment of the dong-, 
obtained partial command of the ep- x 
of tbe triangle and the western aide.

A patrol of yeomanry which was sent 
to reconnoitre to the west, crossed the 
drift, but were driven back by tbe Boers, 
who were between them and the British 
camp. After going through the Yeo­
manry, the Boers attacked the pickets 
who were holding the river.

A British officer of tue name of Chase 
waa the first man killed. The men 
mtde a heroic and costly resistance.

Tbe next picket to the south waa de­
fended by some of the Derbyshire*, who 
held out until all were killed or wound­
ed. Tbe Scottish Horse picket, under 

I Col. Dick-Cunningham, which waa witb- 
| in the apex of the river and dongs, 

fought magnificently and held their 
own.

All the men, the Scottish Horse, tbe 
Derbyehires, Yeomanry and Artillery, 
unhesitatingly sprang into act! m, form­
ed a firing line facing west, and checked 
tbe Boere, who were neatly into the 
British linee. A portion of tbe Derby 
shires was then sent from the south to 
repel an attack which was anticipated 
from the east. They wheeled right 
abound the camp, and arrived without 
much opposition north-east of the point 
where the donga joins the river. Here 
they formed in line with the Scottish 
Horse, and theee Dei by shires charged 
the river and donga with fixed bayon­
ets, and wiih an irresistible rush clear­
ed tbe Boers out.

Meanwhile the remainiog Derby- 
shires on tbe British Lft and the Yeo­
manry made a eimilar rush on the 
river by the drift, and sent tbe Boers 
fleeing to the bills west of the river.

At the beginning of the fight, the 
firing was so hot that it was impossible 
to use the British artillery, but when 
tbe Boere began to retreat tbe guns ten 
dered effective woik. A Maxim gun 
was served fearlessly by nine of tbe 
Derbyehires, all of whom were killed 
or wounded. All the men fought 
they bad been instructed and direct­
ed.

There were numerous instances ol 
heroism on i he part of the British of­
ficers end men. Aft ;r Col. Kekewich 
had been hit he got up and stood by 
the gone, refusing to take cover, and 
encouraged and diiected hie man. Tbe 
flank movement of the Derbyshire* 
showed the remarkably cool direction 
of the fight.

Tbe Boere lost heavily, especially in 
the final chargee. They asked permis 
•ion to remove their dead, ana a lull 
ensued while both sides were engaged 
In this work. The Boers carried num­
bers of their dead off in nets between 
their horses. It ia estimated that fully 
300 of tbe enemy were slain,

It is said that the Roera were greatly 
disheartened at the outcome of the 
attack, ae they expected to obtain sup­
plies and ammunition instead of being 
repulsed. Birr prisoners say they ex­
pected more from thie battle ihan ftom 
years of guerilla fighting.
