Gothic windows, stairs, stair rails, Balusters Newel 

i'osts, Cypress Gutter and Conductors, Kiln dried Spruce

Ottawa, May 9tb, 1908.
If the Laurier Government ad­

heres to plause 1 of the bill to amend 
the Dominion Election Act, the 
parliamentary struggle which began 
on Tuesday of this week will be in 
progress six months hence. The 
Opposition has carefully oonsider- 
ed the question and has reached the 
oonolusion that it would be treason 
to the rights and liberties of the 
people, and to representative gov­
ernment if this attempt to prevent 
fair and honest elections in some 
thirty constituencies should succeed.

TIED TO A “REFORM MEAS­
URE.

With unparalleled impudence, 
added to hyprooisy, Mr Aylesworth 
hag attaehed this scandalous clause 
to what professes to be 9 measure 
amending the election law against 
corruption and fraud. The Ayles- 
worth bill, as Mr Boyce points out, 
is better described as a measure for 
the promotion of fraud and oorrup 
tion, and the minister devoted nine- 
tentbs of his speeph to a defence of 
the infamous clause which is the 
main purpose of the bill. The pro­
visions against bribery and fraud 
are much weaker than those of the 
bill introduced by Mr Alcorn on the 
Conservative aide, any even these 
lew wholesome provisions are tied 
to the roaiu clause, so that the Op­
position can oely eeottfè this much 
election reform by giving the Gov» 
ernment power to steal a dozen or 
more seats which otberwieç they 
could not tp eerty,

THE MEANING OF IT.

What is this clause wbiph tba 
Opposition are ffgbting? It it 
simply a provision giving the Gov 
ernment power to step in after the 
election writs ere issued, and pre­
pare new electoral liste for the 
whole of British Columbia, the 
whole of Manitoba and all those 
parts of Ootario and Qaepeo which 
are not organized ipto municipali­
ties. Brili’h Columbia and Mani­
toba bave complete and thorough 
registration systems. The unorgan­
ized and outlying districts of On 
tario and Quebec are amply provid­
ed for by the provincial franchise 
law. So far as Quebec is concern­
ed, the chief effect of the measure 
woo|d probably be to «llqw the po 
minion authorities to make voters’ 
lists of miscellaneous railway labour­
ers along the line of the Transcon­
tinental and attach them to certain 
constituencies. The effect in On-

The bill provides that in the pro 
vinoes concerned “voters’ lists shall 
be prepared immediately after the 
issue of any writ for an election, or 
at any time when the Governor-in 
council so directs j and for tbp pure 
pcip of preparing aad giving effect 
to such voters’ lists the Governor-ip- 
council may appoint all necessary 
officers and confer upon them all 
necessary powers,” and that “no 
person whose name is not inolud®^ 
ip the voter#! list es prepared and 
revised shall be entitled to vote.”
The measure professes to adopt the 
provincial franchise system and 
method, and to take the provincial 
lists for a basis, but jt freejy author 
ises the Dominion officers appointed 
for that purpose tQ Strike oa» or gdd 
names to any extent, and thus gives 
Complete power to make a new list. 
There is no oondilian requiring 
appeal to judges, no restriction upon 
the poyers of the federal officers, 
no qualification for appointment to 
these positions, nothing to prevent 
the Governmeat turning over the 
Who)e business to a political com. 
mittee of Gap, Sullivans, Leaches 
and Moberleye,

A FALSE EXCUSE, .
The only excuse for this inter- 

vention is the faut that constituen­
cies in Manitoba and British Col, 
urobia sometimes cross the boundar- 
lee of Dominion constituencies, re­
quiring the rearrangement of names 
It is true that this happens else 
where than in these provinces, but 
the Government does not mind that, 
It is true that this little difficulty 
could easily be met by the appoint 
ment of a judge in the locality to 
assign tbe voters to their proper 
polls. It ia true that the worst 
offences in the Vred line crime of 
1904 happened in districts where 
these broken boundaries did not 
occur, and where there was no ex­
cuse for the wholesale disfranchise­
ment. It is also true that Mr Bor­

den and the Manitoba Conservatives 
have declared their willingness to 
accept a measure which will meet 
the difficulty about boundaries with­
out interfering with the provincial 
control of franchises. They are 
willing that Mr Aylesworth shall 
accomplish all that ho protends to 
desire if he will be contint with 
that.

THE REAL INTENT.
But Mr Aylesworth and his Man­

itoba supporters have shown clearly 
that tbe overlapping of boundaries 
is not their trouble. They have 
attacked the Manitoba Government 
and its control of the franchise. 
They have read in the House affi 
davits, proved to have been bought 
and paid for, to show that Manitoba 
provincial lists were unfair. Their 
Galicia» affiiavit-maker has served 
a term in jail, and is entitled to an­
other one, It is established that 
Manitoba has a franchise system as 
free, registration as fair, and lists as 
near perfect as can be found any­
where in Canada. According to 
Liberal doctrine tlje provincial gov­
ernments have a right to control tbe 
franchise for Dominion elections io 
that province, and while a Grit gov­
ernment was there that right was 
never questioned. It was never 
questioned as to British Columbia 
until the Conservatives obtain con­
trol there. It will never be ques­
tioned as to Alberta and Saskatche­
wan while they are governed by the 
Grit machine,

IT IS A CONSPIRACY.
Toe Aylesworth bill is as clear a 

case of political conspiracy as the 
London election crime, A similar 
measure was proposed before the 
election of 1904. Mr Sifton, who 
fathered it, told his followers in 
Manitoba at revision lime that they 
need not trouble about the election 
lists, as the authorities at Ottawa 
would attend to that. The present 
Chief Justice Fitzpatrick was then 
Minister o^Juatioe, and it is under­
stood that hè absolutely refused to 
sanction this plot. So the Sifton 
bill was not introduced, and the 
western boss authorized his organ­
izers and returning officers to mutil 
ate the lists without legal authority. 
Many officers found themselves in 
tbe criminal courts in consequence, 
and others were greatly shamed. 
MV Aylesworth confesses that bis 
present bill is made necessary by 
the fact that the officers will not 
take any more such risks. Mr 
Borden, Mr Alcorn, Mr Boyce, Dr. 
Roche, Mr Monk, Mr Lake and 
others have exposed fully the facte 
above set forth. They have made 
it clearly understood that they are 
wiV „ to assist in providing a 
remedy for every wroog, and they 
have made it equally clear that the 
Opposition will ledst, by every qou. 
stitutionaf means, this proposed 
legislative crime.
4NOTBER ROS8 RIFLE CON­

TRACT.
The Ross R flo Ooqip*»y is still 

getting in its work. It has been 
learned, after many evasive replies 
from tbe minister, that Sir Charles 
Ross has made 9 contract with tbe 
G vornment to supply 52,000 bay­
onets for the Rosa rifle at $5 25 
each. No doubt orders for 10,000 
more will follow to supply bayonets 
for the last order of rifles. Since 
the most of the rifles çseeived from 
this coptçaotqr are not io use, it is 
not clear that bayonets are needed 
for them. But the $325,000 w>ll 
come in handy to the contractor. 
It is worth nothing that in J89.fi, the 
Government bought ^0,000 Lee 
E' field ^ayvnets, wjth 8Cabbards 
complete, of which one half were 
supplied by the Royal Small Arms
