Pat Burns, the cattle king of west-
ern Canada, is in the ‘city today, a
guest at the Alberta, Mr. Burns will
stay in Edmonton for a iew days. He
is heré looking into the branches of
his business in‘Edmonton and Strath-
cona.

When seen this morning by a repre-
sentativa of the Bulletin, Mr. Burns
expressed himself as pleased to find
business in a rather good congdition
throughout Alberta, notwithstanding
the fact that the year was one of some
depression.

““Business is, of course,-quieter than
iast. year,” said Mr. Burns. “But
that is to be expected. And as credit
is good .and the outlook bright we
have not much to complain ahout as
a province.”

“What do you think of the beef
dommission’s recommendation that the
government build three cattle-feeding
experiment stations in the province?”

“It is excellent. It will only tend
to improved the cattle offered for
beef.”

“And what do you think of their
finding, that there was no combine ex-
isting for restraint of trade in meat
shops?”’

“Why, that was what we told them
before they began. They might have
found- that out with less trouble than
they. took.”

Mr. Burns would express no opinion
upcn the present system of brand in-
spection which had been condemned
by the commissiono. When asked if
e agreed with the report that stock
yards were not systematically main-
tained, he replied that that all de-
sended upon where the unsystematic
stock yards were supposed to be. SBome
f them were properly managed; some
i them were not,

At the finding that '‘cattle should
ye bought and sold without shrink.”
vr. Burns laughed with amusement.
‘Let the pZople who came to that con-
>lusion set up -in the business them-
selves and run it on that principle.
Jvery man has a right to exercise his
ywn judgment in his business system.

NORTH END STABBING CASE.

(Froth Tuesday’s Bulletin.)

At the police court yesterday after-
neoon  before Magistrate Wilson, the
case of John Cucmoic came up ior
hearing on a charge of stabbing And-
rew Nepinck, near Rat Creek on the
evening of the 7th of January last,

The evidence was taken through the
medium of an interpreter.as both the
parties to the action are foreigners and
cannot speak English. The evidence
went to show that the principals with
others had been drinking and after-
wards quarrelled. While one of the
men caught the complainant the other
pounded him with his fists or with
some instrument, Afterward he found
blood running down from his breast
and also his back, and when-he was
examined he found that he had been
cut in-the back and on the breast.

After the evidence of the complain-
ant and Dr. Ternan, who dressed the
wounds, had been taken, the case was
adjourned until tonight at eight
o’cloek.

E. B. Cogswell was prosecuting and
Mr. Parlee, of Boyle & Parlee, was
defending.

THE TAYLOR INQUEST.

An inquest into the death of Jas.
Taylor, miner, who died as a result
of injuries sustained in the explosion
of gas in the Parkdale company’s coal
mines on Tuesday afternoon, was held
in the police court room by Coroner
Braithwait> yesterday evening at the
instance of the attorney general’s de-
partment.

The jury ‘empannelled was: Id.
Looby (foreman), W. E. Wilson, F.
Barker, A. E. MaeDonald, D. McM:u\-
us and B. H. Bentiey.

The jurors first viewed the remains
at th2 mortuary of the Alberta under-
taking company

The verdict was as follows: —

“We, the jury empannelled on the
death of James Taylor, have viewed
the remains and find that the afore-
said came tov his death by an ex-
plosion of gas in th> Parkdale mines
and do not attach blame to anyone
connected with the management . of
the mine.

‘We further recommend that the re-
gulations covering the use of covered
lamps in this mins be more strictly
adhered’ to.”

Chas. Hamilton, fire boss at the
Parkdale coal mine, was the first wit-
ness. He stated that on Tuesday an
sxplosion of gas occurred in the north
entry of the mine. The explosion
was caused by bring lighted by an
open lamp held by Jas. Taylor, the
deceased. At 1 o’clock in the morn-
ing witness examined the gas and
found that it extended in 6 fest irom
the main entrance. This part of the
mine had been barricaded off some
days prior to the accident on account
of the gas.

Andresw Scott, imine boss, at the
Parkdale coal mines, testified to being
in the mine on the afternoon of the
explosion. Three minutes after the
explosion, which occurred at 2.30
o’clock, the witness found the deceas-
ed, who was in a kn<eling position.
The injured man was immediately
taken to the surface. Scott stated he
had examined the north entry on the
day of the explosicn and had found
it barricaded by reason of the pres-
ence of gas. He gave it as his.opin-
ion the explosion was caused by the
open miner’s lamp carried by Taylor.
The deceased, he stated, could not
have moved after the explesion  oc-
curred. He found him 100 feet from
the barricade. s

“How then could the explosion have
ocurred when he was so well within
the safety limit?”’ asked the coroner.

“In some way thz air currvent, which
carries off the gas,had become, derang-
ed,” replied the witness.

“Was thd baricade up at the time
of the explosion?”’ asked a juryman.

“Yes,” was the answer.

Livingstone, mine manager, of the
Parkdale Coal company, -gave evid-
ence to the effect that he had been at
the mines during the whol> of the
day of the accident. He was on the
surfgdce when the explosion occurred.
Judging by the forece of the blast
which came up the shaft hs was noti-
fied of the explosion. He put on the
fan for the purposc of circulating a

rlarger volunie of air below ground. He
also put on the air compressor,. He

one of the miners there had been an
explosion and a man injured.
witness knew from the fire boss” re-
port there was 6 f‘et of gas accumu-
lated from the face of the main en-
try.  He ordered this section to be
fenced. Judging from the position in
which Taylor was found he was of
the opinion the gas had backed out
bsyond th: barricade.

There must have been 150 feet of gas
accumulated. He did not know of so
gr:at\a quantity having accumulated
in the Parklale miue, ™ He had been
engaged in mining hgnit: coal for 12
years, and had never known this kind
of coal to give oif so much gas as in
the Parkdale mine.

Dr. W. D. Ferris, who attended Tay-
lor, gave evidence as to the injuries
sustained by the d:ceased miner in
the explosion. The face ‘and head
were cut in several places and the

body weire burned. Both -legs
Hroken at the ankle joints. Death en-
sued at the Public hospital on Wed-
nesday afternoon, caused by the shock
sustained.

Inspector’s Evidence,

Norman Fraser, provincial
tor of mines, when sworn, stated, “I
examined the Parkdale mines about
the middle of December, 1907, and
again aiter the accident, accompanied
by the manager and the pit boss.
sxamined the nortn entry of the mine
after the accident. Judging frcm the
way the timbers were knock:d out,
the cause of the accident must have
been a gas explosion. I found several
of the stoppings in the mine blown
out. We could not get farther than
th> last cross-cut on account of gas.
I tested the
carbon and hydrogen gas; the most
common gas met with in coal mines,
and which is very explosive. The fire
boss’ report books at the mine show
that small quantities of gas have been
tound fromn tim2 to time at the
of the north entry. Judging from the
wreck caused in the mine the amount
of gas which exploded must have been
of considerable volume. The Parkdale
mine is the only lignitz mine in the
provinece where such a volume of gas
as was evidently there has ever been
give nto my knowledge. All the lig-
nite mines in ths province are work-
ing with naked light..

‘*“I'he cause of this accumulation of
gas may be due to two reasons. One,
that a stopping had b2comes damaged
by the pressure of the. strata thus
short circuiting the air; or some move-
ment in th= .strata had liberated a
considerable feeder of gas in the north
entry. ~ I think that this gas came
irom the facz of the mnorth entry as
upon eéxamination all the side ent-
rances were cl:ar ‘'of gas while the
north entry remained full a consider-
able distance back fromthe face.

“The law states that in any place
where there is any work approaching
a place whers there is an accumula-
tion of gas no other lamp than a lock
safety lamp may be used. I do mnot
think th2 Parkdale mine would come
under this rule.as usually there is
very little gas given out in lignite
mines.”’

C.N.R.: OIL BORING.
From Wednesday's Bulletin.

W. R. Martin, oil expert of
Canadian Northern Railway,
in the city. yssterday to look into the
question of -commencing oil boring
operations for the C.N.R. near Morin-
ville. He has gone out te Morin-
ville todaws and will go south on the
C.P.R. tomorrow morning.

The Canadian Northern have for
some time been considering the ques-
tion of commencing oil boring opera-
tions near Morinvitle, and they hawe
even gone so far as to purchase ¢
$40,000 plant and bring it to the city
ready for work at Morinyille. It is
understood, however, that they have
experienced some difficulty in getting
sufficient land. They tried to buy
some land from the American-Cana-
dian Oil Company that is conducting
oil boring operations there, but fail-
ing in this they entered into negotia-
tions with the C.P.R. for the purchase
of some of their land in this district,
This deal fell through also, and the
plans of the company are tied up for
the present.

near Morinville, are being carried
forward thrdughout the winter. They
have now reached a depth of 1,000
feet, and the promoters of the com-
pany state that they will go down

fSYNOPSIS OF C
|  HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do-
| minion Lands in Manitoba or the

North-West Provinces, excepting 3
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
| steaded by any person the sole head
| of a family, or male over 18 vears ot
! age, to the extent of one-quarter see-
| tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
l must be made in person. by the ap-
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency
1or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy may
[however, be made at an agency on
certain conditions by .the-father, mo-
ther, son, daughter, brother or egister
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or canczlla-
tion made personally at any Bub-
agent’s office may be wire2 to the
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if thea
land applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by maii

Jn case of “personation’ or fraud
the applicant will forfeit all priority
of claim or if entry has been granted
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must
be made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for. homestead entry,
tion will be received from an indivi
dual until that application hag been
disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse-
quent to institution for cancellation
proceedings, the applicant for cancel-
lation will be entitled to prior right
of entry.

Application for cancellation must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not
the subject of cancellation proceedings,
may, subject to the approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, mother, son, daughter
brother -~r sister, if eligible, but tc

{no one else, on filing deelaration of

abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required. to
periorm the conditions under one of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ residence
npon and cultivation of the-land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence
dutieg by living on farming land own-
ed solely by him, not less than eightv
(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of
his homestead. Joint ownership in

(3) If the father (or mother, if the
land will not meet his requirement.
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farmin:z
land owned solely by him, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a
homestead entered for .by him in the
vicinity, such homesteader may per-
form his own residence duties by liv-
ing with the father. (or mother).

(4) The term vicinity in the.two pre-
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean-
ing not more than nine miles in a
direct line, exclusive of the width of
road allowances crossed in the mea-
surement.

(5) A homesteader intending to per-
form his residence duties in accord:
ance with the gbove while living with
parents or on fasming land owned by
himself must notify the Agent for the
district of such intention.

Before making application for pa-
tent the settler must give six months’
notice in writing to the Commissioner
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his
intention to do so.

$500 has been expended or paid, the
lecator may, upon having a survey
made, and upon complying with other
requiremmieyts, purchase wne land at
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay-
mer of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. ¢n
the eale.

Placer mining claims. génerally are
100 feet square; entry fee'$0, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term ot twenty years, renewable
at the diecretion of the Minister of
the Interipr.

The ‘lesazs shall have a dredge in
operatics ssshin one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles,
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. collected on the
output aiter it exceeds $£10,000.
