state and not go into the pockets ot
individuals. It was altogether fal-
lacious to argue that wealth coula
be created by the state undertaking
to increase the price of articles by
duties. Supposing it did so, they
would have no answer to the demand
that the state having created it, the
state should own it and distribute it.
Proection was the short cut to Social-
ism. He knew that protectionists
did not think so, but then people ot
their temperament were constantly
led to places they very little expectea
to reach. (Laughter.) They used
Socialism on the protectionist side as
an epithet of reproach, but he was not
sure that they knew what they meant
by ‘Socialism. (Laughter.) They on
the free trade side knew what they
meant by free trade. They meant im-
posing ‘taxes for the ipurposes of re-
venue of such a‘kind that the whole
of the increase of price due to the
taxes found its way, not into private
pockets, but into the. public revenue.
Out of the revenue raised more and
more had been going to such things
as old-age pensions, which improved
the lot of the people in the country
generally. He Dbelieved that was
sound policy. (Applause.)
