Dairymens’ Convention at IngersoII.
A meeting of a number of the promi­

nent Dairymen of the County of Oxford 
was held in the Town Hall, at that place 
on Tuesday last, for the purpose of devis­
ing means to develop the dairy interests 
of Canada, by unity of action on the part 
of themselves and others engaged in the 
same business.

Grey and Bruce Railway.
The following report of a meeting held 

for the consideration pf granting bonuses 
to the projected Railway, we clip from 
the Stratford Beacon :

A meeting of the Reeves and Deputy 
Reeves of Wallace, Maryboro’ and Minto 
was held on Friday last, at Dry den, when 
the following resolutions were adopted : 
—On the motion of the Reeve and Deputy 
Reeve of Maryborough, it was resolved 
that the grant of the bonus by the town­
ship of Maryboro’ to the Wellington, 
Grey and Bruce Railway should be coup­
led with the conditions, that the railway 
should be carried through the township 
between the 8th and 10th concessions, 
and that the station should be built at a 
point on the lino of railway equally dis- 
tant, as nearly as practicable, from the 
townships of Peel and Wallace. Un mo­
tion of the Deputy Reeve, and Councillor 
Kee, of Wallace, it was resolved that a 
bonus of $25,000 should be offered (sub­
ject to the assent of the ratepayers) by 
the township of Wallace, to the W. G. & 
B. Railway, provided the company con-

W. F. Clarke, editor of the Canada 
Farmer, followed ; after which Mr. Miles 
vacated the chair, which was filled by 
the President elect, who treated the audi- 
ance to a short address. The convention 
adjourned till the evening, when the sub­
ject of establishing an agency to represent 
the dairy interests in the markets was 
brought up for discussion. One item of 
most important information is to be 
gleaned from this discussion. The Secre­
tary stated in reply to a query of one of 
the members, that lie estimated the num­
ber of cheese factories in Ontario to be 
about 235, and he thought twenty-five 
million pounds of cheese would be likely 
manufactured throughout Canada during 
the present season. Near the close of the 
evening session, it was moved by Mr. 
Niles, seconded by Mr. Clarke, that in the 
opinion of this Association it is highly 
desirable, if practicable, to send an agent 
to England, and that the Executive Board 
be instructed to use its best endeavours 
to accomplish this object ; and if possible 
to secure the transmission of Mr. Harris’ 
Mammoth Cheese to the English market.

After some further discussion, the re­
solution was carried, with but one dissent­
ing voice.

Moved by Mr.'Clarke, seconded by Mr. 
Niles that the Executive Board be re­
quested to take such action as may be 
necessary to secure the passage of an Act 
by the Legislature at the approaching 
session of Parliament to protect cheese 
manufacturers from the adulteration of 
milk by unprincipled persons—said act to 
be similar in its provisions to the law on 
this subject now in force in the State of 
New York.—Carried without discussion.

The following morning some of the 
members met and carried a motion, em­
powering the Executive Board to add, 
from time to time, to the number of Vice 
Presidents. Two more were then added, 
and the Convention adjourned sine die.
